Therisagrea war being waged in the world today. It isnot a conflict between nations, tribes,or
government leaderdt is not a rebellion or coupt is an important invisible battle taking place in
the spirit world. The Bible states that God's peamedestrogd because of lack of knowledge
(Hosea 4:6). One of thmain areas in which believers are bailefeated due to lack of knowledge
is in spritual warfare.

The ealy Church viewed their spiritud experience in terms of warfare Military terminology is
used throughout the New Testament. Protection was seenamtieof God. The Word of God
was compared to a sword. Satan'sckttaverecalled fierydarts. Faith was the "good fight" and
believers wer¢old to "war a good warfa." The earl\Church knew thewere engaged in an
intense spiritual stggle.

Thesame spiritual battle continues todayt instead of fighting the ensgrbelievers are often

building great church buildings, prodog musical dramas, holding fellowship meetings, and
fighting one another while this gat spiritual battle wages around them. Satan has even intensified
his attacks against a church that has wahdrfrom the front lines of battle.

Asthe end of time approaches it is even more important for ledigy understand spiritual
warfare than in the eartlays of chech history. The Apostle Paulamed:

This know also, that in the last days perilous time shall come. (Il Timothy 3:1)

In order to be proply prepared for these perilous times, renewed emphasis must teel glache
strategies of spiritual warfar The Christian life is war. The sooner we mgine andorepare for
it, the sooner we will experience victory.

Luke14:31 s&s,"Wha't king, going to make war against another king, stteth not down first,
and consulteth whether heisable with ten thousand to med him that cometh againsthim
with twenty thousand?' No king ever entered into a dattvithout a ereful examinatiorof his
resources and devdopmert of battle strateges. Inessene, tha is what we are doing in this couse
We are making a careful evduation of the straegy, weapans, and power avalable to us to win the
war against oueneny, Satan.

In the militaryworld, "strateg" is the science of forming aradrryingout military operations.
It isthe methal or plan which leads to the god of victory. In thiscourseyouwill lean to
formulate and carrgut spiritual military stategywhich will bring victoryin the spirit world.

After indudion into an army, asoldier always receives basc training. Basic training for God's
army is preented in Chapters 3 through 9. The battle lines of the invisible waleéireed. The
forces of good and evil are dissed, including the Lord of Hastarmgels, Satan, demons, the
world, and the flesh. Enentgrritory and sttegyare identified, and a gera¢ overview of
God'sbattle plan presented.

MOBILIZATION:

Trainingis useless unless an armynobilized. To "mobilize" means to "put in a staf

readiness for active militagervice." In the "Mobilization" section of this course in chapters 10
through 13, yowvill learn about offensive and defensive Vfeae, how to use the weapons of your
warfare, and natural parallels of spiritual Weae.

INVASION:

During an invason in the naturd world, an army entelrs the actud comba zoreto conquer its foes
and claim territoy. Basic training is useless unless what is learned is put into action. Even a
mobilized army equipped with \@gons is not eough if it stands inactive on the sidelines. To be
effective in warfag, you must actuallgnter the combat zone. In thievasion" stage, consisting
of Chapters 14 through 19u will enter the combat zone of the world, the flesh,tha@®evil .

You will study the battle in the mind, with the tongue over the spritual walls, in high places, and
over strategic teitory. In each of these lessons specific sgiateof Satan are identified and
counter strategies for ecoming the enemare presented.

SPIRITUAL WARFARE ADVANCE D TRAINING:

After gaining some expeaience in battle soldiers usually receve advanced training in specific areas
of warfare. This portion of thmanual is entitled "Spiritual Warfare Advanced Trag;lnhe
initials of which pell "SWAT." In militaryaction, a "SWAT" team is a specialized group of
soldies usd for difficul t missions In the advencel training offered in this marual, you will learn
about transference of spirits, how to assist prisoaercasualties of warnd how to deal with
demonic powers. You will also learn how to lose a battle and still win the war.
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FINAL BRIEFI NG:

During "final briefing" in Chapter 26 you will study "the find conflict" which will bring this war
of the ages to a triumphant conclusio

KEY VERSE FROM THE ARTICLES OF WAR:

For we wrestle not againg flesh and blood, but againg prin dpalities, against
powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against sgual
wickedness in high places. (Ephesians 6:12)

INTRODUCTION

Asyou leamed in the introdudion to this course there is agrea war being waged in the world
today. It is not a conflict between nations, tribes, or governmengigadt is not a rebellion or a
coup. ltis an invisible battle taking ptain the spirit world.

Thischapter introduces the invisible war in which gMagliever is engagedt is a war where
noone wears a uniform, but where exane is a taget. The historical and prophetical record of
this war is contained in God's Word, the Bible.

THE NATURAL AND SPIRITUAL REALMS

Tounderstand this invisible wayou must first underatd the natural and spiritual worlds. Man
exists in two worlds: The natural world and the spiritual world. The natural world is that which
can be seen, felt, touched, heard, or tasted. Itistangibleand visble. Thecountry, nation, city, or
village in whichyou live is part of the natural world. You are a residn a natural kingdom
located on one of the visible continents of the world. You can seedtpde who are part gbur
environment You can communicaewith them. You can experierce the sights, sound, and smells
around you.
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But there is anoter world in which you live. That world is a spiritual world. You camot see it
with your plysical eyes, but it is just as reslthe natural world in whickou live.
Pau speks of this division of naturd and spiritud:

Thereis a natural body, and there is a spiritual body. (I Corinthians 15:40)

All men have a natural bogkhich lives in the natural world, but man is also a spiritual being with
an eternal soul and sjir Man is body, soul, and spirit. Yospiritual being (soul and spirit) is
part of a spiritual world just as youaaral body is part of theaural world.

SPIRITUAL DISCERNMENT

Becauwse spiritua warfare is just that-spiritual--it must be understood with aspiritud mind. In
our natual, sinful state we cannot undersard spirtud things:

But the natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of God: for they
are foolishness unto him; neither can he know them, because they are
spiritually di scerned. (I Corinthians 2:14)

It isnecesary to use "spiritual discernnent” to understam spiritud things.

Pertaps one of the beg exanples of natua ard spiitud disceenmert isrecorded in Il Kings
chapte 6. It records the story of a natural batie in which troops of the enany nation of Syria had
surrounded a small town called Dothan where thehet Elisha was staygn When Elisha's
servant, Gehazi, saw theegt host of the enemy tbecame fearful. Elisha pred that God would
open Gehazi's gjitual eyes so he could see the angelic hosts surrouraidgprotecting them. On
this occasion, God actualbpened the naturayes of Gehazi and allowed him to visibly see the
superior foces of God aligned for battle.

Thestory of this battle at Do#n is similar to presit spiritual conditions in the Church. There are
some, like Elisha, who see cleairtyo the realm of the spirit. They kndhere is a conflict
occurring, have identified the eny, and reognize the greater fogs of God that asseivictoly.
There are others like Gehazi, who with a little enagement, will be able to open their spiritual
eyes ard no longe be feaful of and defested by the enany. But sadly, there are mary peoplewho,
like those in the city of Dothaie spiritudly sleepirg. They do not even knothat the enemy has
surounded them and is poised for attack.

TWO SPIRITUAL KI NGDOMS

Within the naturd and spiritud realns of which we are speakirg there exists sepaate kingdoms
which areruled by naturd and spiritud leades.

NATURAL KINGDOMS:

All men live in a natural kingdom of this world. THeAg in a city or village which is part of a
nation. That nation is a kingdom of the world. A natural kingdom igitotgror people ogr
which an actual king or pdlcal leader is the soveign ruler. The Bible speaks ofele natural
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ki ngdoms as " ki ngdo mgloms ¢f the ilodd have comel under the pdwer ki n
and influence of Satan:

Again, the Devil taketh Him (Jesu9 up into an exceeding high mountain, and
shaveth Him all thekingdoms of theworld, and the glory of them;

And saith unto Him, All these thingswill | givethee, if you wilt fall down and
worship me. (Matthew 4:89)

John5:19 sadly reminds us that "the whole world is undectimerolo f t he evi | one. 0
SPIRITUAL KING DOMS:

In addition to the natural kingdoms of this world thare two spiritual kingdoms: The Kingdom of
Satan and the Kingdom Of God. Eveerson alive is a resident of one of these kimgdorrs.

The Kingdom of Saen consiss of Satanspiritud beings called demons and dl men who livein
sin and rebellion to God's Word. These, plus the world and the flesheagiritual forces odvil
a work in theworld today.

The Kingdam of Gad conssts of Gad the Father, Jesus Christ, the Holy Sprrit, spiritud beings
called angels, and all men who live in righis obedience to God's Word. These are the spiritual
forces of good.

TheKingdom of God is not a denominational church. Denominationsiareanade organizations
of groups of churches. B have lgen established for practical purposesfanization and
administation Denominatians are mgor church organizatiors lik e Baptist, Assemby of God,
Methodist Lutheran, etc The Bible gpeals of the true Churdh which isnot a denomination or
religious organization. The true Church is composedl tiose who have become residents of the
Kingdom of God.

At the present time in the natural world, the Kingdom of God exists individudhin every man,
woman, boy ogirl who has made Jesus King of their lives. It exists commuinathe true

church and whereverepple make this world the kind of world God wants it to be. In the future,
there will be an actual visible manifestation of Gdtingdom.

THE INVISIBLE WAR

Theinvisible spiritual war is a battle which involves all men and women.aBecthe Kingdom of
Satan is a spiritual kingdom...

...wewrestle not aganst flesh and blood, but againg principalities, against
powers, against the rulers of the darkness of th world, against spritual
wickednessn high places. (Ephesians 6:12)

Spiritud warfare is nat a naturd battle between flesh and blood. It is not a batle of man agairst
man Itisnat avisblebatle. Itisaninvisble strugglein the spirit world. It is abatie within and
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around man. It is not a visible war ischase spirits are involved and we learthirke 24:30 that a
spirit does not have flesh and bones.

Spiritualwar f ar e i s mul ti di mensi onetdimension ilts.h means
1. A social battle between the believer and theldvdJohn 15:187
2. A personal battle between the flesh and the spirit: Galatians26:16
3. A supernatural battle between believard evil spiritual powers: Ephesians 6:10

Everyperson alive is engaged in this battle, whetherdadizes it or not. There is no neutral
ground. Unbelievers are in borggeato evil and have been taken captivebgmy faces. They
are victims of the war.

Believers hawe been freed from the eneny through Jesis Chrig and are victors but they are still
engaed in thewar. Thekey verse for this chapte indicatestha we (all believerg wrestleagainst
evil spiritual forces.

"Wrestling"involves close personal contaNo one is exempt fronhis battle. No one can view it
from a distance. You are in the midst of conflict whetloer acknowledge it or notif you
belieweit will get better you are wrong. The Christian warfare neve cease.

WHERE THE BATTL E RAGES
Thisinvisible war is beig waged on eth:

Thethief (Satan) cometh (on earth) not but for to steal, and to kill, and to
destroy. | am comethat they might have life, and that they might have it
more abundantly. (John 10:10)

Satan fi ghts to maintain contol of the kingdorns of the world. He does nat wart them to come
under God's authoyit The battle also rages within the hearts, minds, and souls of men and
women. Satan blinds the minds of unbelievers and attacks believersieat®f worship, the
Word, their daily velk, and their work for God.

HOW THE BATTL E STARTED

Theinvisible war started in Heaven with an angel named Lucifer who was originadly a beautiful

angel created bgod and was part of the Kingdom of Gdducifer decided he wanted to take over
God's Kingdom.You can read about his rebellion iraish 14:1217 and Ezekiel 28:129. You

will study about it in detail later in this course.gfup of angels joined Luaf (now called

Satan) in this rebellion. lafer and the rebelliouangelsvere cast out dfleaven by God. They
formed their own kingdom on earth:

And therewaswar in Heaven: Michael and hisangdsfought aganst the
dragon (Satan); and the dragon fought and his angels.
(Revelation 12:7)
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And the great dragon was cad out, that old serpent, called the Devil, and
Satan which deceiveh the wholeworld: hewas cast out into the earth, and
his angels were cast out with him. (Revelation 12:9)

Lucifer bea@ame known as Satan and the angels which followed him glli;ebas demons.
Demon spiritan enter, torment, control, and use humans who b&boBgtan's Kingdom.
They motivaie evil acts which aredone by men anrd women Satn direds hisdemansin their
evil acivities. Hecombinethes powerful forces with the world and the flesh to war against
all mankind.

REASONSBEHIND THE CONFLICT

Manwas originallycreated in the image of God afudt the gloryof God (Genesis chapter 2).
The invisible war againg man stared with the first temp#tion in the garden of Eden (Genesis
chapte 3). Satan causél Adam and Eveto sin. Thisresuted in all men inheriting the basc sin
nature and committing individual acts of sin due to this nature:

Wherefore, as by oneman sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and
so death passed upon all men, fohat all have sinned.
(Romans 5:12)

It also resuled in the invisible war betweaan man and the forces of evil:

And I will put enmity between thee (Satan) and thewoman (mankind), and
between thy seed (the forces of evil) and her seed (the forces of good
represented by the Lord Jesus Christ)... (Genesis 3:15)

Because of sin, man was separatd from God and conrdemnael to death But God loved man so
much that He made a special plan to save him from sin:

For God so loved the world, that He gave His only bedten Son, that
whosoever believeth in Him should not perish, but have everlasting life.

For God sert not His San into theworld to condenn theworld ; but that the
world through Him might be saved. (John 3:1617)

Throughbelief in Jesus, confession afdarepentancfom sin, men and women can be released
from the power of the engm The death and resurrection of Jesus noti@siylted in salvation
from sin. It also defeated tle@emy, Satan:

...For thispurposethe San of God was manifesed, that He might destroy the
works of the devil. (I John 3:8)

But if Satan is defeated, why doesthe war still rage? Following any war there are dways

pockets of enemresistance, rebellious troops that will not give up until forced to do so.
Although Jesis defeatal Satan, we are livingin territory which is still occupied by enemy
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resistace forces Understanding spiritual warfare strategies gives usthe ability to ded with
these evil powers.

Satans trying to kep men captive in sin. Through deceptivethods he is enticingen and
women to temporarysts of sinful living. He aims for the affections of the soul and spirit which
rightfully belong to God:

The thief (Satan) cometh not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to destroy; |
am come that theymight have life, and that they might have it more
abundantly. (John 10:10)

Satan still wants to bethe supeme ruler. He is waging an intens battle for the heart, mind, soul,
ard spinit of man His straegies are directed at God, His plan, and His people. The battle will
continwe until the gred final conflict which you will study abou in the lag chapte of this
course.

THE MEANING OF SPIRITUAL WARFARE

Spiritua warfare is the analysis of and anactive patticipaion intheinvisble spiritua war. It
includes study of the opposifgrces of good and evil, the strgies of Satan, and spiritual
strategies for overcoming tie@emy. Spiritual wdare is more than a mere aysa$ of spiritual
principles. It includes active gtipation in warfare bypplication of these strategies in life and
ministry.

Oneof the most effective stratesgi of Satan is to keep believers ignorant of his devices. Paul
said it is important to know Satan's strategies...

...Led Satan should get an advantage of us: for we are not ignorant of his
devices. (Il Corinthians 2:11)

Weshould learn all we can about Satan's sfraseof attack. We must also understand the
Scriptural basis of victory @ Satan and the forces of evil. We aatedl to intelligent combat.
Basicto the understanding of spiritual wan is this key principle:

Youmust recognize that all battles of life, whether physical, spiritual, emotional
mental, financial or with human personalities are only outward manifestations of
a spiritual cause.

Althoughin the natural world problems magem to occur through the circumstamnof life, the
basis of these natural battles is in the spirit world. Read thed§tdop (Job chapters?) which
confirmsthis principle.

We have tried to correct the evil$ this world through edeation, legislation, and improved

environment. It has not workeddagise the visible evils of the world are the results of an
underlyingspiritual cause. Thegannot be corrected loyatural means.
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TO WHIC H KINGDO M DO YOU BELONG?

In the natura world aking is the soveregn ruler of akingdom All the teritory and peqlein

the kingdom belorgto him. He hasthe power of life and death over his subjects. The same is

true in the spiritual world. You are either part of theddimm of God or the Kingdom of Satan.
Either God or Satan has power oyeur life.

Oneof the parables told hiesus illustrates that all men are either part of the Kingdom of Satan
or the Kingdom of God. Jesus compared the world to a field.gdde seedn the field were
children of the Kingdom of God. The bad seetich resulted in the growth of tares @us),

were children of the wicked one:

Thefield is the world; the good seed are the children of the Kingdom;
but the tares are the children of the wiked one. (Matthew 13:38)

Peopleenter the Kingdom of Satan through matirth. The Bible teaches that all men are
bomin sin. This means tha they have abasc sin nature or the "seed of sin within. Their
naturainclinaton isto do evil:

Behold, | was shapen in inquity; and in sin did my mother conceive me.
(Psalms 51:5)

Wherefore, as by oneman (Adam) sin entered into the world, and death by
sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned.
(Romansb5:12)

For all have sinned ad come short of the glory of God. (Romans 3:23)

Becauseave are b with the basic sin nature, we have all at one time betofihe Kingdom
of Satan. All who remain sinners remain part of theglam of Satan.

Thewhole message of Gidwritten Wad, the Holy Bible, is the agpl to man to move from
this evil Kingdom of Satan to the Kingdom of God. Men are born into thgdidim of Satan
through natural birth. Theayust be reborn into the Kingdom of God through spiritual birth.
Entrance to the Kingzm of God is byhew birth experience explained in John 3.

There are only two divisionsin theinvisible war. Jesis sad, "Hetha isnot with meis against

me" (Luke 11:23). Yowannot be neutral in this spiritual war. You are on one side or the other
Some believers, because of their fefaconfrontation with the eneyntry to ignore the war and

form a truce with the enemy. They think if they ignore Satan, he will not bother them. This is one
of Satan's main strategies. He tries to render memb&sdis army immobile by his terror

tactics.

But there is no neutrality in this war. You are either a victim or victor. The spiritual "call to
arms" is going out...Are you on the side of good or of evil? Are you part of Satan's Kingdom or
the Kingdom 6 God? To which kingdom do you belong? Are you a victim or victor in the
invisible war?

REPENTANCE...THE CHANGE OF MIND:

Real Luke 15:17-19. The young man realized his sinful condition He made adecisionto go to his
father and repent of his sin. Thisais example of repentanag, inward decision which results in
outward action.

CONVERSION...ACTING ON THE DECISION:

Luke 15:20 records how the young man aros and left the old lif e and wert to his father to stat a
new life. This is conversion.

PRODIGAL MAN:

Manis like the prodigal son. In his sinful condition he turned haloa God his Father and
Heaven his home. Each step he takes is a stapfeam God and onstep nearer the spiritual
deah of eterrd sepagion from God. Thereisamajor decision he mug make. He must "cometo
himself* and recognize his spiritual condition. He must make a decision which will result in a
change of spiritual direction.
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JUSTIFICATIO N AND SALVATION

Thereare two other terms used in the Billkich relate toepentance. Thesermns are
"Justification" and "salvation." God is the jge of all mankind. When youeliving in sin you
are condemnel before Him:

...but he that believeth not is condemned already, because he hath believed in the
name of the only begotten San of God.

And this is the condemnation, that light is come into the world, and men loved
darkness rather than light, because their deeds were evil.
(John 3:18-19)

Whenyou repentrom sin and make the decision to turn frgooir sinful ways,this establishes a
right relationship with God. This right relationship or right standliefipre God is called
"justification™:

Know ye not, that to whom ye yield yourselves servants to obey, his servants ye are to
whom ye obey; whether of sin unto de#t, or of obedience untaighteousness?

But God be thanked, that ye were the servants of sin but ye have obeyeam the
heart that form of doctrinewhich was delivered you.

Beingthen made free from sin, ye becamthe servants of righteousness. (Romans
6:16-18)

When you are justified by repenénce and conveson, you are "saved from a life of sin as well as
from the penalties of sin. This is what it means to be "sased'what the Bible is speaking of
when the term "salvation” is used.

SPIRITUAL WARFARE AND THE BIBLICA L WORLD VIEW

Thesubject of spiritual warfare must be studied within the context of God's total ptiopdise
redempion of sinful mankird. Study the parmbles of the sowe and the tares amang wheet in
Matthew 13. Both parabks corcern the growth of the Kingdom of God which ocaurs throughthe
planting of God's Word. Both parables picture the warfare between the two kingdons with the
battle centering on the redemptive pulgsosf God.

Learning spiritual warfare prepares you to etfterarena of this world and fight for the souls
of men and women, boyed girls. This is why authorityver Satan was given to the disciples
before theyvere sent out to share the Gospel (Matthew 228 Satarand his hosts of demons
will war againstyou as you seek to win men to Christ and btivegn under the rule of God.
Employing Scriptual strategies of spiritual warfaredps you challege the principalities and
powers who rule over individual human lives, societies, aeabaf the world.

Goad the Father Jesus Christ, and the Holy Spirit are descrbed in the Bible in terms of their
nature When we spe& of "naturé we mean bast qudities which descibe God These
gualities are also known as "attributes" whichense'characteristics."
TheBible reveals that God is...
TRIUNE:

Godhas a triune nature. This means He has tistmct personalities, yet He is one God:

Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God is one Lord. (Deuteronomy 6:4)
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Thethree persons of the Trinitf God are calle@od the Fathe Jesus Christ the Son, and the
Holy Spirit. There g several Scriptures which confirm this triune naturéad. When Jesus
was being baptizd by Jom the Baptist in the Jordan River, God spoke and the Holy Spirit
descended:

And Jesus when He was baptized, went up straightway out of the water: and, lo, the
heavens were opened unto Him, and He saw the Spirit of God descending like a
dove and lighting upon Him:

And lo, a voice from Heaven saying, Thisismy beloved Son, in whom | am well
pleased. (Matthew 3:1617)

Priorto returning to Heaven after His ministrg earth, Jesus spoke of the Holy Spirit coming
from God:

But when the Comforter is come, whom | will send unto you from the Father, even
the Spirit of truth, which proceedethfrom the Father, He shall testify of me.
(John 15:26)

TheApostle Peter spoke of the triune nature of God:

If yebereproached for the name of Christ, happy areye; for the Spirit of glory and
of God regeth upon you: on their part Heisevil spoken of, but on your part Heis
glorified.

When you call upon that name iratfare, the battle is the d's and all the hosts of
Heavencome toyour aid.

GOD THE SON, JESUS CHRIST

Godthe Son, Jesus Christ, combines the divine and the human natures in one union. God the
Fathersent Jesus Christ to earth in human form wyeleretaining His divine nature.
Jesus was sent by God to eathman could bpardoned from sin:

For God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son, that whosoever
believeth in Him should not perish, but have everlasting life.

For God sert not His San into the world to condenn theworld ; but that the world
through Him might be saved.

Hethat bdieveth on Him isnot condanned: but he that believeth not is
condemned already, because He hath not believed in the name of the only
begotten Son of God. (John 3:148)

Thestory of Jesus is recaadl in the Bble in the books of Matthew, Mark, Lakand John.
These books provide a detailed record of tinh piife, death, resurrection, teachingsg
ministry of Jesis Christ.

As part of the plan of God, Jesus came to earth in human form, ministered rau@o,aged for
the sins of man, was resurrected from thadand commissioned His followers to bear the
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Gospel to the nations of the world.
WHERE ISJESUS?

Following His resurrection from the deal, Jess appeared to many people commissiored His
followers, ard then retumed to Heaven But rememlar...even though Heisin Heaven Heis still
omnipresent...His presence is ewanere.

SPECIAL FUNCTIONS:
The specid functions of Jesusin relation to spritual warfare include the foll owing:

1. Redeeming man fro sin: It is throgh the death of Jesus Christ that you aged from
the bondage of sin in which the enehag ensnaregbu:

...for of whom a man is overcome, of the same is he brought in bondage...
(Il Peter 2:19)

Becausedhe creature itself also shihbe delivered from the bondage of corruption
into the glorious liberty of the children of God. (Romans 8:21)

Standfast therefore in the liberty wherewith Christ hath made us free, and be not
entangled again with the yoke of bondage. (Galatians 5:1)

2. Authority over the feces of evil: You will study this in detail later in this course. The
death of Jesus not only freedmkind from sin, but also resulted in triumph over the
forces of evil. Because of this, you have authority over the enemy:

Then He called His twelve disciples together, and gave them power and authority
over all devils and to cure diseases. (Luke 9:1)

3. Destrogjing the works of the Devil:

...For this purposethe Son of God was manifested, that He might destroy the works
of the Devil. (I John 3:8)

4. Intercession for @ievers: In Heaven Jesus is at thghtihand of God the Father
interceding for believers gaged in spiritual warfare. This meats is talking to the
Father oryour behalf:

...t isChrist that died, yea rather, that isrisen again, who is even at theright
hand of God, who also maketh intercession for us. (Romans 8:34)

Searches out the human mind:

But God hath revealed them unto us by His Spirit: for the Spirit searcheth all
things, yea, the deep things of God. (I Corinthians 2:10)

Has a will:

But all these worketh that one and the dBsame Spirit, dividing to every man
severally as He will. (I Corinthians 12:11)

The will of the Holy Spirit guides believers by derying pemissian for certan actions:
Now when they had gone throughout Phrygia and the region of Galatia, and were
forbid den of the Holy Ghost to preach the word in Asia.
After they were come to Mysia, they assaye to go into Bithynia; but the Spirit
suffered them not. (Acts 16:67)

Thewill of the Holy Spirit also guiegs believers bgranting permission:
And after he had seen the vision, immediately we endeavored to go into
Macedona, assuredly gathering that theLor d had called usfor to pread the
Gospel unto them. (Acts 16:10)

Speaks:
Thenthe Spirit said unto Philip, Go near, and join thyself to this chariot.
(Acts 8:29)

Loves:
Now | beseech you, brethren, for the Lord Jesus Christ's sake, and for the love of
the Spirit, that ye griv e togethe with mein your prayersto God for me.

He
als intercedes for you as you are engaged in spiritua batles.

The Holy Spirit also develogs spiritud fruit in the lif e of the believer. The"fruit of the Holy
Spirit" refers to the nature of the Spirit revealed in theolifdhe believer, spiritual qualitieghich
should be evidert in thelives of dl Christians.

Thegifts of the HolySpirit are for power. Téfruit of the HolySpirit is for character in the life
of a believer. Ifyou do not develop Christlike claater traits then yowill become a victim of
the forces of evil. Spiritual fruit is evidence of spiritual mayuritike fruit in the natural wad,
it is a product which is the result of the process of life.

There are two types of spritual fruit. Thereisthe spiritual fruit of reproducton:

Ye have not chosen me, but | have chosen you, and ordained you, that ye
should go and bring forth fruit, and that your fruit should remain...
(John 15:16)

Thereis also the inner fruit of Christlike qualities. These qualities are comptgiphsite of the
fleshly nature ofman:

Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are these; Adultery,
fornication, uncleanness lasciviousness,

Idolatry , witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulations, wrath, strife, seditions,
heresies,

But thefruit of the Spiritislove, joy, peacg, long suffering, gentleness,
goodnessfaith,

Meeknesstemperance: against such there is no law. (Galatians 5:P3B)
Although the power of the flesh was defeatd at the cross as abeliever you experence this only
to the degree that you pracice faith in the finished work of JesusTherebre, to be effective in

denyingthe power of the sinful nature of the flesh, it is neagstbatyou develop or "put on"
the fruit of the Holy Spirit.

Godthe Holy Spiit, in spirit form and invisible to the naturafes of man, is in the world today.
Heisadivein convicting men of sin, drawing men to Jesus Christ equippirg believers with
powe for spiritual warfare guiding them, and testifying of Jesus.

TheHoly Spirit ministers in mangther ways in thevorld. These are discussed in detail in the
Harvestimdnterretional Institute course entitlédlinistry Of The Holy Spirit."

TheHoly Spirit has a sensitive naturThis meansgie has feelings that can Héected bythe
actiors of man Becaus of the sensitive naure of the Holy Spirit the Bible warns tha we should
not lie to the Holy Spirit (Acts 5:3), resist the Spirit (Acts 7:51), queémthe Spirit (I
Thessabnians 5:19), grieve the Spirit (Psalns 78:40 and Ephesias 4:30), insult the Spirit
(Hebrews 6:46), blaspheme the Spirit (Matthew 12:32), or \ex the Spirit (Isaiah 63:10).
These actions are discussed in detail in the Harvestienational Institute course 6ihhe
Minigry Of The Holy Spirit."

It isimportart that you do nat offend the sensitive natue of the Holy Spirit. If the Holy Spirit is
offended byyour actions Hevill withdraw His presence. You cannot geaeffective spiritual
warfare without the powe of the Holy Spirit.

In the last chapteyou learned of the Trinitgf God whth includes God the Father, God the
SonJesis Christ and God the Holy Spirit. You learred of their origin, attributes, and functions
in spiritual warfare.
This chapter continues the study of the spritual forces of good It explairs the origin,
attributes,sphee of activity, dassification, and organization of anges. It aso explairstheir
ministry in spiritual warfare.

WHAT ARE ANGELS?

Angels are minigering spirits sent by God to do His will:

Ar ethey not all ministering spirits, sent forth to minister for them who shall be
heirs of salvation. (Hebrews 1:14)

Thetitle "angel” means measger.
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THE ORIGI N OF ANGELS
Angelswere cread by God:
Praiseye Him, all Hisangds. praiseye Him, all Hishosts

Let them praise the name of the Lord For He commanded and they were created.
(Psalms 148:2 and 5)

For by Him were all things created, that are in Heaven and that are in earth,
visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principaliti es, or
powers: all things were ceated by Him and for Him. (Colossians 1:16.)

All the angels were righteoasd holy when thewere first created. Theyorshiped and
served the one true God. Latsome angels rebelledagst God and lost their position as
angels. They becane patt of aforce of evil called "demons."

There are now two kinds of angels Good angels which are the subjedc of this chepter, and euvil
angels (demons) which will be discussed in Chapter Six of this course.

THE ORGANIZATIO N OF ANGELS

Thegood Angels have lea organized bysod in a special order. The Bible does notaéthe
detaik of that order, but it does indicate su organizdion:

For by Him wereall things created, that arein Heaven and that arein earth,
visible and invisible, whether they bethrones, or dominions, or principaliti es, or
powers: all things were created by Him and for Him. (Colossians 1:16; See also
Ephesians 3:10)

The organizatia of the invisble world is descibed here in terms of thrones, dominians,
principalities, and pwers. We are not given details of this structu¥eu will learn later how
Satan has imitated this organization in his own structure of evil forces.

THE CLASSIFICATIO N OF ANGELS

Thereare literallymultitudes of angels (Luke 2:41%)who are apparentiglassified according
to the duties they perfam. Thes are the man classfications of anggs:

MESSENGERS:

Thisclass of angels is most likely thagest in number. These are Hngels composing the
innumerable group, visualized Baniel (Daniel 7:1)) who carryout the will of God in

Heaven and earth. This is the group that usuelates to the believer in terms of spiritual
warfare Theyinterpret God's will, protect, provide guidance, briagswers to prger,
announce, warn, instruct, bring grdent, encouige, sustain, deliver, and intercede on behalf
of bdievers.
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ELECT ANGELS:

Onlyone réerence is made to electgats in | Timothy5:21. There is no further information
given about this group.

CHERUBIM:

Thisclassification of angels isrit mentioned in Genesis 3:24. Tlag also mentioned as
part of the ark of the covenant (Exodus 252P3. Ezekiel mentions these beings and
describes them as having four appeaes) the face of a lion, the faceaof ox, the face of a
man, and the faeof an eagle (Ezekiel 1:38; 10:22). Thiswnbolism of the cherubim
suggests thegre the living creatures surrounding the thron€ad in Revelation 4:6. They
appear to be the highest ordef angels, the guardians Gbd.

SERAPHIM:

This group is mentoned in Isaidh 6:2,6. Their position is aove the throre of God in contrag
to the position of cherubims who surround His throne. The diutifgese angels seems to be to
lead Heaven in the worship of God.

LIVIN G CREATURES:

Thisgroup of angels ammentioned in Revelation 4:6,8; 5:6. This title presents these angels as
manifesting the fullness of divine life, whose chief minisgopears to be worship of God.

INDIVID UAL ANGELS

In addition to the different classifitons of angels, there are soimdividual argels mentioned
by name in thaible:

MICHAEL:

Michaelthe archangel is mentioned bgme in Daniel 10:13,21; 12:1; Jude 9; and Revelation
12:7. He is the only agel who is called an archadg He is represented as havingagje over

an arny of angels in Revelation 12:7 and is said to be the prince of the pedgtaeifin
Daniel10:13,21:12:1.

GABRIEL:

Themeaning of his name is "mightyie.” He is mentioned in Daniel 8:16; 9:21; and in Luke
1:19,26.He is always used todiver an mportant message from Gott.is Gabriel who

interpreted the vision for Daniel in 8:16; 9:21 and who announced the birth of John and Jesus
Luke 1:19,26.

This chapter introduces your spiritua enamy, apowerful force of evil known as Saan You

will learn of his origin, his former position, how he fell from his former position, and of those
hetook with him when he fell. You will learn the attributes of his nature, his sphere of
activity, andrecevwe an introducton to his straegies In the following two chaters you will

continue this studyof the spiritual fores of evil as you lea about demons, the world, and

the flesh.

In warfare in the natural world, a soldier must first identlg enemy &ore enteringhe
battlefield. He must study all availabigormation on the enemy, his neg¢yand
strategies. This is why militafgrces spend much time gatherintglligence information
on the enem
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The sameistrueinthe spirit world. You can only war effectively if you identify your
enemy, understand his nature, and recognize his sieteAs you haveshrned, the evil
forcesyou faceare not clothed in flesh They are spiritua hoss of wickedness.

THE ORIGIN OF SATAN

Satanwas originallycreated bysod:

All things were made by Him; and without Him was not any thing made
that was made. (John 1:3)

For by Him were all things created, that are in Heaven and that are in
earth, visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or
principalities, or powers; all things were created by Him and for Him.
(Colossians 1:16)

Goddoes not create evil. Satan was panféhen he was originallgreated bysod, but
wasgiven afree will to choase goad or evil:

Thou was perfect in thy ways from the day that thou wag created
till iniquity was found in thee. (Ezekiel 28:15)

THE FORMER POSITION OF SATAN

TheBible describes the original position of Satan in Ezekiel 2871.2 Read this pasgain
your Bible before proceedimngth this lesson. When Satavas originally ceated, he was an
angel of God. He was one of the Cherubim class gdlanholy, wise, beautiful, andxect.
He was the leader among the cherubs acdllisd a "guardiandr "covering“cherub. His
name was originallfucifer which neans "light beer" (Issah 14:12). He was decked with
preciousstones set in gold (Ezekid 28:13; Exodus 28:15-11). He was given a pogtion on
God's holy mountain and apparentlgd in worship (Ezekiel 28:13).

Whata brilliant, beautiful picture of Satan his original position is given in the Word of
God. He is described as a gem adcpyus stones. But a gem has no light of its oWis
not beautiful in a dark room. Its &gy is in its abilityto reflect light from without.
WhenGod created Lafer, He made him with a capacityreflect the glorpf God to a
greaterdegree than any other created being. God was thelight that made Lucifer radiate
beauty.

THE FALL OF SATAN
But Saten did nat retain this glorious position. The Bible describes his rebdlion and fall:

How art thou fallen from Heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morning. How
art thou cut down to the ground which didst waken the nations.
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For thou hast sad in thine heart, | will asend into Heaven, | will exat
my thron e above the stars of God: | will sit also upon the mount of the
congregation in thesides of thenorth;

| will ascerd above the heights of theclouds | will be lik ethe Most High.

Yet thou shalt be brought down to Hell, to the sides of the pit.
(Isaiah 14:12-15)

Thine heart was lifted up because of thy beauty, thou hadst corrupted
thy wisdom by reason of thy brightness. (Ezekiel 28:17)

Satars fall from his angelic postion occured becaus of pride and rebellion demonstated
in five wrong attitudes. Satan said:

| WILL ascend unto Heaa: He desired to occuplge abode of GoeHeaven-desiring
eqgual recognition.

| WILL exat my throne above the anges (stas) of God: He nat only desied to occupy
God'sabode but he also covetel His rule over the angelic hosts

| WILL sit also upon the mourtain of the congegaton: According to Isaidh 2:2 and Psalms
48:2, thisisthe certer of God's earthly rule. Saan desred to rulethe eath as well asthe
angels.
| WILL ascend above theeights of the clouds: The clauidpeak of the gig of God.
Satan wanted God's gldiyr himself. (The following verses document cloudsdation to
the glory of God: Exodus 13:21;-48-34; Job 3715-16; Matthew 26:64; Revelation
14:14 16).
| WILL be like the Most High:As we lexned in Chapter Three of this course, God has
many names by which He is called. Why did Satan choos® this particular name? He
seleded thistitle becaise it refleds God as "possesso of Heaven ard earth.”

RESULTS OF SATAN' SSIN

Satan'power was once used fGiod's gloy. Now itis turned to disruptive and
destructive purposes. Accordinglsaiah 14 he weakens the nations (versechges
the earth and governments to tremble (verse 16), and tkeseas his prisoner have no
relief (versel?).

4. DESTINED TO THE LAK E OF FIRE:
Satanwas destined to the lake of firksgiah 14:15).
5. AFFECTED OTHER ANGELS OF GOD:

When Satan fell from Heaven he did not fall alone. He took with him aportion of the angelic
hostof Heavenwho participated in his rebellion agst God. This group of angels are now
pat of an evil force of demons whiglou will study about in the next chapter.

6. ENTRANCE OF SIN IN THE UNIVE RSE:

When Satan rebelled, sin entered the univers. As aresult, there were two actions God
could hawe taken:

1. He could have struck down Satan and killed him. But if God hadybtou
down the first enemy in this way, there would always have been the

possbility of another rebdlion. The history of Hearen would have been
clouded with similar disasters.

2. The other action open to God was the one whiclBibke indicates He
took The claims of Satn to supeaior power shoul have their complettrial

on earth in the span of eternitye call time. WhenGod created the first man
and woman, the trial on g¢h began. You can read the stofyhe tempétion
of Adam ard Eve by Satan ard their fall into sin in Geness chapte

3. You will study more about this wheou analyze the stragies of Satan
later in this course.

The batleis still in progresson eath. Tha iswhat spiritual warfareis dl about Satanis
still seeking power, position, and worship. But as you will learn later in this course, heis
already a defeated foe. Jesus overcame the pof®atan through His death and
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resurretion. The final destiny of Satan is addy reveded in the Bible.

Satarhas access to the presenc&otl and operates on the earth, including'tie' or
region above the earth:

Unlike God, Satan is not omniscient (knowing all thing$)Satan could foresee the
future he never would have allowed Jesus to die on the cross. He woukhbaawethat
the death ofJesis would overthrow his power ard provide away of escag from the
bondag of sin for all mankind.

Satans not omnipotent (all powerful). Jesus said the power of God wjithins greater
than the power of Satan. For those vletieve in Jesus, Satan is alreadyefeated foe
(John 12:31). He is strong only to thageo yield to him. His power is limited liie power
of God (Johl:10-12) and he is only able to overconeabeliever asthey yield cortrol to him.

Becauséatan isnot omnipresent (presenteeywhere) he dispatches a host of demons

throughout the earth to do his will and accomplish his purposes. You will learn more about
them in the following chapter.

The venom of poisaous snales falls into three categaies:
Neurobrins: Which affect the nerves.

Hemotorins: Which affect the blood.

Cardiotains: Which afect the heat.

Sataralso affectsiour nerve (courag), your hext (to attack youworship and service of God),
and tries to prevent the work of the blood of Jesus (salvation, headingrance) in pur life.
Snakes protect themse ves by:

-Disguise: Some snhakes are veayd to see because tHegk like the dirt or
trees in which thegre found.

-Imitation: Some snakes protect themselvesrbtation. One example is the
Africantree vper which freezes" itself and sticks its neck out like a twig on a
tree.

-Increased size: The fftadder protects itself Bylowing itself up as bigas
possible.

Frightening sounds Somesnhake hiss or rattle, making fri ghtenirg sound to scareyou away.
Your spiritual enemy coes disguised as an "angel aiit" and imitates the things of God. He
also tries to frightegou by appering large and threatening.

Snake captue their food in four different ways:
-Strike: A swift attack.

-Constriction: Where the snake wraps itself around thettangl slowly squeezes
out its life.

-Throwing weight arourd over the prey to overcomeit.
-Biting and holding the tagyin its fangs while slow poison payaks the target.

Sometimeshe snake's teeth are broken off in theggjie; but snakes aeonstatly developng
new teeth The mod dargerows part of a snakeisits mouth. It shoots enough venom to
paralze, then devours its prey.

Doyou see how e methods parallel those usedttacks of Satan? Sometimesatiacls
with swift and deadly strikes Other times he condricts your spiritud lif e with the cares of the
world and sinful weights and entarglements Heis always trying to "throw his weight around
to terraize you, and heloves to hold you in bondage while paralyzingyou with his deadly
venom.
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Snake locate their prey by picking up dud on their tongue which relays information to their
brain. Ifyou stand still, a snake cannot locgbe. Satan spots you best whba dust is

stirred up and you arenning in confusion and fear. When the dust is settled and you stand
against him fearlessly, just like snake,dannot strike you. This is whiye Bible saysstand
still.o6..and "keep on standing. "

In a panic situa@n, a snake will shoot all of its venom at oaod is then rendered defenseless
for awhile until it can produce morenom. It is possible that this is whatcured in the
wilderness tenptation when Jesus used the Word of God agairst Satan'sattacks andaused

Satan to "depaftom him for a season."

Here are sone ways to avoid snake bitein the naturd world. Note that they are also applicable
in the spiritud realm:

1. Recognize poisonous snakes (kngwr enemy.

2. Wear protective clothingybur spiritual armor).

3. Avoid known snale territory (do not go into areas of known temptaton or Sasnic
activity).

4. Have a friend withyou (this illustrates the importance of being part of the Body
of Christ).

5. Avoid walking after dark or in daekedareas. Snakes avoid direct sunlight. (as

believers, we no longer walk dsildren of the dark but as children of light!)

6. Do naot put your hards or feet into places you canrot look (guard your fleshly
senses).

7. Do nat sit down without looking arournd carefully (statiorary targets are easieg to
hit than moving targets).

8. Do not go out of youway to kill a snake. Thoasds of people are bitten each
year kecause theyry to kill them without knowing aything of their habits or
habitats. (We are t@sist the Devil when we encounter him, gotooking for
him).

9. Know what to do in case of snakebite (defenswagfare).
In case of snadbite, the first thing that is done in the natural world is to make a cut in the shape
of across(+) over each fagmark and then suck the poison out. What an illustration of the
work of the cross of Jesus Christ in freeing us from the "poisasitof
Wehave authority oveserpents. In Genesis 3, God pronmsha curse upon the serpent

(Satan).He said that hikead would be bruised ltlye seed of the woman (Jesus) Hrdl the
hed of the seal (Jesuywould be bruised by the sepent.
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The "bruise’ on the "heel' of Jesis speks of the pressute resulting from bruising Satan'shead

on the cross of Calvar When Jsus bruised the head of Satan, it was much like severing the
head of a poisonous snake in tlaural world. A snake's head can be severed from itg,bod
but it still can bite for hours afterwards. The heart leas lknown to keep beating for two

days ard the snake's bodyan continue to move.

Jess severed the head of the "serpent’ a Calvary, but the serpert still haslife. Heis still
active in the world today and he still has power. But Satan has no authoriy. The only authority
he has injour life is what yougive him and the power and authontthin you (Jesus) is
greater than his power.

Your onlgources of study in theseeas should

be the Word of God or good Christian literature.

All things were made by Him; and without Him was not any thing made that was
made. (John 1:3)

For by Him were all things created, that are in Heaven and that are in earth,

visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principaliti es, or
powers; dl things were created by Him and for Him. (Colossians 1:16)
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THEIR ORIGINAL POSTION AND FALL

Demonswere originallylike the other angels of God with the same attributes and positions as
the good angels described in Chagpiear of this course. Whe®atan rebelledgainst God, a
portion of the angels paricipatel in hisrebellion. God cag them out of Heaven dong with

Satan. They were no longe good spritual beings (angés). They becane evil spiritud beings
(demons):

And therewaswar in Heaven: Michael and hisangdsfought aganst the dragon
(Saan); and thedragon fought and hisangek.

And prevailed not; nather wastheir placefound any morein Heaven. And the

great dragon wascad out, that old serpent, called the Devil, and
Satan, which deceivah the wholeworld: hewas cast out into the earth, and his
angels were cast out with him. (Revelation 12:9)

If demons are ndftallen” angels, then wedlae no other Biblical explanation for their
existence. Satan cannot create his own for@eauke all things were credtby God. There
are twogroupsof these fallen args. One group is activelypposing God and His people on
earth.Anothe is confined in chans:

For if God spared not the angekthat sinned but cag them down to Hell, and
delivered them into chains of darkness to be reserved unto judgment...
(Il Peter 2:4)

And the angdswhich kept not their first estae, but left their own habitation, he
hath reserved in everlasting chains under darkness unto the judgment of the great
day. (Jude 6)

Thereare confined demons andtige demons. The leader of both groups is Satan, who is
called the "prince" of devils (Matthew 12:24).dHs prepared for the Devil and his angels.
will be their fina degtiny:

Then shall He (Jesus) saglso unto them on the left hand, Depart from me, ye
cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels.
(Matthew 25:41)

When Jesis confronted two men possessgby demonsther respnse was:

...What haveweto do with thee Jesus, thou Son of God? art thou comehither to
torment us before the tine? (Matthew 8:29)

Thedemons in the possessed men knew their final destisya place of eternal torment.

Since Hell is a place of torment and was preppéor Satan and his angels, thdgmons must
be thefallen angels.
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THEI R SPHERE OF ACTI VITY

Throughouthe Bible, demons are shown ativee on earth. Since Satan is not omnipresent
(present evervhere), he uses demons to do his will and accomplish his purposes throughout
theworld. They constituethe "powers of the air* (Ephesans 2:2) and the "powers of

darknes' (Colossians 1:13) and are all under the control of Satan.

Letus review how God ganized His angelic host...
For by Him were all things created, that are in Heaven and that are in earth,
visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principaliti es, or

powers: All things were created by Him, and for Him. (Colossians 1:16)

Satans an imitator, not an originator. He hasaniged his demons in a structure similar to
thatof Gods forces:

For we wrestle not againg flesh and blood, but against prin apalities, against
powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against sfual
wickedness in high places. (Ephesians 6:12)

Satarhas organized his forces into:
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Principalities: Satan has apparentlvided the world into prin@alities. A principality is the
territory or jurisdiction of grince. Satan has placed a prince @aah principalyj. The prince

of the power of Persia is mentioned in Daniel 10. This is how Satan works on a national level
influencing governmaents and nations.

Powers and ruler s of darkness of thisworld: These two categories of demors are at work in
the socH, politicd, and culturd systens of the world. You will leam abaut how to deal with
these and the spirits over principdities as you study spiritual stratejes for overcomng the
world in Chapter Fourteen.

Spiritual wickednes in high places High places in the Old Tesemert were where worship
was carried on. This is how Satan works in the religious stesobdithe world. You will
learnmore about this in Chapter Twenty as you study abou spiritual wickednes in high pleces.

Theseorganized groups vaig size. For example, Mary Mdalene had seven demons in her
prior to her deliverancé.uke 8:30 mentions a "legion" of demons. &da in the Roman
army whichruled at the time of Jesus referred to 6,100 foot soldiers and 726 horsemen!

Theseorganized forces of demons...

Ar e United:

In the cas of the dema possesxl man recorded in Luke 8:30 the demors were united in thar
purpose, Wich in this example was possession of the man. The same is true in Matthew 12:45
and in the case of Maiagdalene who had seven demonske 16:9). Jesus spoke of the

unity of demon powers veh He said:

And if Saten cast out Satan, heisdivided against himself, how shall then his
kingdom stand? (Matthew 12:26)

Have Different Degees Of Wick edness:
Thisisillugrated by the dema who sad hewould return with other evil spirits:

When the undlean spirit isgone out of a man, hewalketh through dry places,
seeking rest, and findeth none.

Then he saith, | will return into my house from whence | came out; and wheheis
come, hefindeth it empty, swept and garnished.

Then goeth he and taketh with himself seven other spirits more wicked than
himself and they enter in and dwell there: And thelast state of that man is worse
than the first... (Matthew 12:4345)

one previouwsly for he sad "l will be...".
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Ar e Of Different Kinds:

TheBible teaches that man has a aagbul, and spirit. There are three major kinds of demons
that attack the body, soul, and spirit cémm

[ Evil or undean spirits: They are responsibé for immoral acts unclean thoughs,
oppression, possession, depression, and other strategies of Sataweviiill study
later. Theyafflict the mind and the soulish nature of man. (Matthew 10:1; 12:43;
Mark 1:23-26)

2. Spirits of infirmity: These spird afflict the plysical body. uke 13:11)

3. Seducing spirits: Seducing spirits afflict the mind, soul, and spirit of man, influencing
him to believe false doctrires as indicated in | Timothy 4:1. These spirits sedu@
peopleto believe a lie and bdamned to eternal punishment. Tlaeg spirits of false
doctrine, cults, false Christs, and false teachers.

his demons to accomplish this stratégyughout the world. Demons extend Satan's power by
promoting deception and wickedness. Tafgct individuals, governments, nations, and the
world syssem.

false doctrines ard blind men and women to the truth of the Gospé.

Thesedemons attack unbelievers driving them to commit terableacts, to murder, injure,
commit suicide, etc. Thegfect the mind with emotional pblems and the bodyith physical
infirmities. Demons attack believers temptation, deception, depression, and oppression.
They try to keep you in bondage to habits and fear. They accug and slarder you and create
division anong the peopk of God They target your spiritud walk with God and fight against
the Word of God, the worship of God, ayalr work for God. Thewglso attack youphysical
body.

spiritud weapos and strategies for deding with this mighty spiritual force of evil. Youwill
learn about these weapons and styageas you continue this studfyspiritual warfare.

It can mean the eath or universein
its physical orde It is used to refeto Gentiles whiclare all nations other than the Jewish
nation.

Butthe word "world" also is used to eefto the present condition of human affairs in
opposition to God. It is theystem that runs the inhabited earthystesm that is opposed to
God aml theLord Jess Christ It is thismeanirmg thet is used in thislesson The "world" is

the corporategroup of fleshcentered individuals who mak the human race. Flesh, in this
context, is not referring to the actual flestyobir bogd. It is a termwhich describes thieasic
evil humannatureof man which is in willful rebellion against God.

As your eremy, the world is the whole ganized system of socialganomic, materialistic,
and religious philosophies which have their expression througimi@ations, personalities,
and governments. It is not a siie government, organization, or person, but thelep
system upon which these are based. The wgdtém is an extension of man's fleshiness.
It providesan atmogphere environment, and systam which promogs fleshly sins It

surrownds man with tha which appelsto hisfleshly desires

THE PRINCE OF THE WORLD:
Satan is the "prince’ or ruler of the world system:

THE REASON FOR THE CONDITION OF THE WORLD:

When Adam and Eve were originally
created bysod, they wee given dominion over the world. This meant thag control over
the world, to guide its systems and inhabitantording to the plan of God. Whereth
sinned against God, théyst that dominion. (Genesis3)

WhenJesus was crucified for the sins of all mankind and resurréciadthe dead,
He reclaimed the world. He pronourced judgmert on the spiritud forces of evil:

And having spoiled principalities andpowers, He made a shew of
them openly, triumphing over them in it. (Colossians 2:15)

AlthoughJesus reclaimed the world from the power of th@mgn Satan does nget
acknowledge that claim. Satan still is at work in the world with hispewilers. Satan will
not acknowledge the claims of Jesus over the kingdoms widtie until the final conflict
which you will studyabout in the last chapter of this course.

A
political or military power will takecontrol of a nation but their claims will not be
acknowledged by rebel troops within that nation. el troops continue to war
throughout the coungr Theytry to take possession of territamgt rightfully theirsand
overpower the citizens. Thegften usetactics of terrar to accanplish thes purposa
Thesituation in the spirit world is smilar. Jesusreclaimed dominion over theworld, the
enemy, and his evil forces. But the rebel troogsSatan still war throghout the world.

They tryto take possession of territory naghifully theirs and influencenen and women for
evil. This battle, which is our "spiritual warfareyill continue until the final conflict.

THE STRUCTURE OF THE WORLD :

Theworld structure is in direct opposition to God, His plan, purposes, and people:

TheEvil World Sygem:

The presert world system is evil:
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Who gave Himsef for our sns, that He might ddiver usfrom this
presentevil world, according to the will of God and our Father.
(Galatians 1:4)
Theworld system is without God:
...havingno hope, and without God in theworld. (Ephesians 2:12)

Theworld is alreadyudged and under condemnation®gd:

But when we arejudged, we are chasened of the Lord, that we should not
be condemned with the world.

The Elements Of The World:

The"elements of the world" fer to the elementagyrinciples that govern the world. They
lead to spiritual bondage:

Evenso we, when we were children, were in bondageder the
elements of the world. (Galatians 4:3)

The Rudiments Of The World:

Theseare the regulations on which therld structure rests. Theye different from
the principles upan which God structures His Kingdom:

Wherefore if ye be dead with Christ from the rudiments of the world, why,
as though living in the world, are ye subjecto ordinances.
(Colossians2:8,20)

The Spirit Of TheWorld:

The spirit of the world isin dired oppdtion to the Holy Spirit:
Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the spirit which is of
God; that we might know the things that are fredy given to us of God.
(I Corinthians 2:12)

The Philosophy Of The World:

Philosophés are principles of knowledge Worldly philosophes are not base on Christ:
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Beware lest any man spoil you through philosophy and vain deadt, after the
tradition of men, after the rudiments of the world, and not after Christ.
(Colossians 2:8)

The Wisdom Of The World

Worldly wisdam is not Gods wisdom:
For the wisdom of this world is foolishness with God. (I Corinthians 3:19)

The Course Of The World:

The "coursé of the world isthe cycle of the presehworld, itsrouting the way in which it
operaes:

Wherefore in times past ye walked according to the course of this world,
according to the prince of the power of theair, the spiri t that now worketh in
the children of disobedience. (Ephesians 2:2)

The Voices Of The World:

Themany"voices" in the world are contraty the voice of God:

There are, it may be, so many kinds of voices in the world, and none of them
is without signification. (I Corinthians 14:10)

The Peace Of The World:

Thepeace of the world is tempoyafragile, and sometimes deceptive:

Peacel leave with you, my peace | give unto you: not as the world
giveth give | unto you. Let not your heart be troubled, neither let it be
afraid. (John 14:27)

The Sorrow Of The World:

Godlysorrow differs from that of the world:

For godly sorrow worketh repentance to salvation not to be repented of:
but the sorrow of the world worketh death. (Il Corinthians 7:10)

The Atti tude Of The World:

Theworld hatesGod:
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...Know ye not that the friendship of the world is enmity with God?
Whosoever therefore will be a friend of the world is the enemy of
God. (James 4:4)

The world hates bdievers:

If the world hate you, ye know that it hated me before it hated yo If ye
were of the world, the world would love his an; but because ye are not of
the world, but I have chosen you out of the world, therefore the world
hateth you. (John 15:1819)

Sincethe world is made up of flesh centered individuals who hatevesdi we need to
learn more about this powerful force calldde flesh."”

PART TWO: THE FLESH

Theworld is an evil socid force of Satan that works from the outdde to attack believers It is
the corporate organizdion of fleshly individuds. The flesh is an evil force working from
within the believer. The same "fleshdpirit" that operates in the world will operateywur
life if you

allow it to do so. The word "flesh" as used in Scriptarerefer to the actual boaf man
and beast. But this not what we are talking about when uge the word "flesh” in this
lesson.

TheBible also uses the word "flestd' describe the basic sin nature of man. The flesh is
the center of willful defiance and rélion against God:

For | know that in me (that is, in my flesh) dwelleth no goad thing; for to
will (to do good) is present with me; but how to perfor m that which is good
| find not.

For the good that | would | do not; but the evil which | wouldnot, that | do.

Now if | dothat | would not, it isno morel that doit, but sin that
dwelleth in me. (Romans 8:180)

The flesh is a compulsive inner force which expresseitsef in rebellion through sin. It isthis

meaniry of fleshwhich isused in thislesson Thewords"carnd' and "old mari' are also
useal to descrbe the fleshly natue of man All men hawethis basct, sinful, fleshly nature:

Wherefore, as by oneman sin entered into the world, and death by sin,
and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned.
(Romans 5:12)

For all have sinned and come short of the glory of God. (Romans 3:23)
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THE LUST OF THE FLESH:

This | say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shallnot fulfill the lust of the
flesh. (Galatians 5:16)

What is the lug of the flesh? Firg let us define the word "lust.” Lust is "strong desire,
souish emotions the natua tendency of man towards evil.” The Bible warns tha we
shoutl not lustafter evil things:

Now these things were our examples, to the intent we should not lust
after evil things, as they also lusted(l Corinthians 10:6)

Lusting after evil things which will please your fleshly natueis "lust of the flesh.o It
is how Satan attacks from within. It is like a civil waithin a nation, with your
spirit and flesh warring ainst each other.

HOW LUST DEVELOPS:

Lust, or sinful desire first enters through the natural serses The eye see sonething
evil or the ear hears something wickedtofich, a taste, or even a smell can even
fosterlust. This is how Satan uses the environment of the world tpttéma flesh.
These naturadensstrigger an evil though or desiein the mind. Thisislust The
lustful thoudht is what tenpts you to do evil:

Let no man say when heistempted, | am tempted of God; for God cannot
be tempted with evil, neither tempteth He any man.

But every man is tempted, when he is drawn away of his own lust, and
enticed. (James 1:134)

Remembe God never temps you. You are tempteal when you are drawn by your own sinful,

fleshlylusts. Butyou do not have to yield to this tetafion. God alwgs provides a way
of escag

There hath no temptation taken you but such asis common to man: But God is
faithful, who will not suffer you to be tempted above that ye are able; but will
with the temptation also make a way of escape thge may be able to beait.
(I Corinthians 10:13)

Sincethemind is usal to temp the flesh, Paul warns:

For to be carnally (fleshly) minded is death; but to be spiritually minded is life and
peace.

Becau®the carnal mind isenmity againd God: for it isnot subjed to
thelaw of God, neither indeed can be. (Romans 89)
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Youwill learn later how the mind is one of the main battlefields of spiritual warfa
THE RESULTSOF LUST:

If you yield to lust, temptation results angaiu yield to temptatin, it results in sin which
leads to death:

Then when lust hath conceived, it bringeth forth sin, and sin, when it
is finished, bringeth forth death. (James 1:15)

Theworld is corupt becuse of lugt:

...havingescaped the corruption that is in the wad through
lust. (Il Peter 1:4)

Your fleshis corupt becuse of lust:

That ye put off concerning the former conversation the old man,
which is corrupt according to the deceitful lusts... (Ephesians 4:22)

THE RELATION SHIP OF THE SPIRIT TO THE FLESH:

For the flesh lusteth againg the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh;
and these are contrary the one to the otherso that ye cannot do the
things that ye would. (Galatians 5:17)

When you are saved and filled with the Holy Spirit, that Spirit indwells your spirit. The Holy
Spirit in your spirit opposes the lusts of the flesh. Your fleals @wgainsyour spirit and the
Spirit of God within you. The flesh enticgsu to sinful lusts. This is whyou often cannot
live the wayyou desire to live.

Paud described this battle between the spirit and the flesh in Romans chapter

| find then a law, that when Iwould do good, evil is present with me. For | delight
in the law of God after the inward man (the spirit);

But | see another law in my membergthe flesh), warring against the law
of my mind and brin ging meinto captivity to thelaw of sin which isin
my members. (Raonans 7:2123)

THE WORKSOF THE FLESH:

Thelusts of the flesh, if not conquered, lead to sinful works of the flesh vabéett in
spiritual death:

Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are these:
Adultery, fornicati on, uncleanness lasciiousness,
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Idolatry , witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulations, wrath, strife,
saditions, heresks,

Envyings, murders, drunkenness revelings and sud like of the which |
tell you before, as| have also told you in tim e past, that they which do such
thing shall not inherit the Kingdom of God. (Galatians 5:1921)

This list can be divided into four categories of sins:

-Worshp Sins |dolary and witchcratft.

-Sexud Sins Adultery, fornication, undeannes, ard lasciviousress.
-PersonbSins Drunkenes ard revellings.

-Relatiorship Sins Hatred variarce, emuktions wrath, strife,

seditians, enwings, and murdes.
Ead of thes sinful works are defined in detail in the Harvetime Interndiond Institute
course"Ministry Of The Holy Spirit." They are contrastel to the fruit of the Holy Spirit
which shouldbe devdoped in the lives of believers.
POWERFUL EVIL FORCES

Theworld and he flesh combine with Satan and his demons to gainst believers. These
are the spiritual forces of evil. In thalowing lessons you will learn stegies of spiritual
warfare tocombd thes powerful spiritual forces of evil.

This les®n presensan overview of the geneaal strategies of our eneny, Saen. In the next
lesson, you will be gien an overview of "The &tle Plan" of God. In later lessorater you
have been armed witfour spiritual weapons, yowill be given more specific counterstrgies
to overcome all the evil plans of the enenBut first, you ned to understand the general
strateyy of the enamy in relation to God, the nations unbelievers, ard bdievers.

THE ENEMY AND GOD
Satan'sriginal sin was that he wanted to be like God, so lesgot power and activities are
directed primarilyagainst God. All of his other activities and his veayure are viewed as
stemming from his original rebellious ambition.
Forexanple, Satan's attack on the first man and womaianAaihd Eve, was realbn attack on

the chaacte and contiol of God (Geness 3:1-5). Saan also inducel Cain to murder Abel in
opposition to God (I John 3:11R). You can studgveryatack of Satan reeded in Scripture
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andyou will discover that it is actuallgn attack on God and His activities and nature.

Satan isin dired oppositian to God in every activity and qualty of natue. For example, God is
love whereas Satan is hateful and promotegtdétdohn 3:715). God is life and creates life
while Satan promotes death and destruction (Hebrews 2:14).

Satamot only opposes God and His n&wut he also opposes God's program. étged the
existene of God (Psalms 14:1-3), promotes lies (Ephesans 2:2; 11 Thessalonans 2:8-1l); and is
behind false religions, the occult, and cults with their false doctines and practices. Saan's
religious systam realltsin false teaders prophets and "christs:' You will study more about this
later as you stud'Spiritual Wickedness In High Plex."

Satanwill reach the climax of his rebellion against God and His plans dthiengme of "The
Final Battle" discussed in the last chapter of thigsmu Despite these evil strategies, Satan and
his hosts of denmac powers are no threat to our Almigl@ypd.

THE ENEMY AND THE NATIONS

Satan is called the "god of this world" which includes men who are not believers and demonic
angels. (ICorinthians 4:4) He offered the nations to Jesus during the temptatidmisf, @nd
our Lord did nat disput the legitimacy of the offer. He simply refusad to rebd aganst God in
submitting to Satan's waf obtaining the rule (Matthew 4:80).

Sataruses his demons to influence and deceive the nations, lehdilepdersrad people astray
from God. This is why therare cruel dictators and ungogiglitical systems in manyations.

It also accounts for theans and divisions between the nations. Satan espeicifillgnces
leadeas against the Church and God's chosen peqole, Israel He also works through governmeits
to hinde the spread of the Gospel.

Duringthe tribulation period Satan will actuattyrect the affairs of argup of ten nations
through the Antichrist. After the second comafdChrist, Satan will be bourfdr a thousand
years (Revelation 20:3). Upon hisrelease he will deceave the naions one lag time to assemble
them against Jerusalem and God (Revelation-20)7 In the end, everingdom of earth and
the Kingdom of Saen will become the Kingdons of our Lord ard Savior, Jess Christ.

THE ENEMY AND UNBELIEVERS

The eremy has a very powerful srategy operatirg agairgt unbelievers He blinds their minds to

the Gos@ (Il Corinthians 4:3-4) ard snathes away the truth of the Gosp when they do hea it

so that no response will occur (LUBEL2). As a result, the Gospel sounds foolish and irrelevant
to those who are lost in sin (I Corinthians 1:18).

Satan also snares mary unbelieversin fdse religions (I Timothy 4:1-3) and leads them to walk

accordingo the "course ahe world" which is the philosophy tie age. That philosopimyay
vary from generation to geration and culture to culture, but it is alwayeaturecentered and
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creaturepromotingratherthan Godcentered. Satan is constargbwing the seeds of rebellion
(sin) in the heats and minds of unbelevers.

Oneof the purposes of the Ho8pirit is to war against Satan for the souls of unbelievers. The
Holy Spirit works to convict men and womentbéir sinful rebellion against God (Joh6:7-
11).

THE ENEMY AND BELIEVERS

Whenyou acept Jesus Christ as Savior, it certainly does not mean the battle is\omer!
havewon one mgor corfrontation when you are saved, but in reality, your intense struggle
has only begun.

You will learn manyspecific strategies of Satan gsu continue to study this course and
are armed with spiritual weapons and mobilized to enter enemitory. But all of these
attackscan be summarizel in four mgor areas Inthelifeof abelieve Saan attacks:

THE WORD OF GOD:

Satarwill cause you to question the Word of Gadtl will add to, take from, or distort the
Scriptures Remanber tha this happened in the very first temptation of Eve. Thisiswhy it
is importart for you to study and understard God's Word so you will not be deceived by
theseattacls.

YOUR WORSHIP OF GOD:

Satan'original rebellion involved his desire to be worshiped, sedpecially tegets the
worshp of believers Hewill try to prevent you from worshiping or lead you into fdse or
fleshlyworship.

YOUR WALK WITH GOD:

Satan attacks your persoral walk with God He accises ard slarders you, temps you to
engagein the works of the flesh, to be occupied with the world, and taupy your own
humanwisdam and strergth. If Satan can win teritory in your persond walk with God, it
will makeit easier for him to defegbu in the next area which is...

YOUR WORK FOR GOD:
Satan also attadks your work for God He will try to deter you from accomplishing Gods will
by perseution, disaste discouragement, pyarlessness, and busyolvement with the cares

of the world. Satan aso tries to affect your work for God by infiltr &ing the Churd with false
teachers and discipleB Corinthians 11:13L5; Il Peter 2:119; Matthew 13:389).
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While God sows good seed througbur ministry, the enemgows tares which are the "sons of
thewi cked one. 0 He pr o motCéarst trgng to iffectithe workof t hi n t h
God and His purposesin your life and ministry.

SO---WHAT CAN YOU DO?

Satars stratejes are certanly varied and powaful as heworks againg God, the nations,
unbeliesers and beliewers.

Having spert the lag four lessos studying the eneny, the spiritual forces of evil, enemy
territory, and s@tegy, you maybe a bi overwhelmed at this point. But gsu will learn in the
next chapter, God has a "battle plan"deeater and more powel than any scéme of the
enemy.

Thischapter introduces the basic battle for spiritualfarar It is a straty resting
upon understanding the purposes ofwarfae and based upon communication with
our Commandem-Chief by payer,fasting, and the written Word of God.

When you do not understad Gods purpose and plan you may be temptd to becane
discouraged in the conflicts of life. This is wimany Chrisian soldiers fail in wdare: They
do not understand the divine purpose behind the battle.

...For if their purpose or activity is of human origin, it will fail. But if it
is from God, you will not be able to stop thesemen. You will only find
yourselves fightin g against God. (Acts 5:38-39 New International
Version)

THE PURPOSE OF WARFARE

Fromthe beginning of time, evenatural battle that has been fought alsvhad a purpose
for which it was waged. Befe we examine God's battle plan, it is impott® understand
the purpose of spiritual warfare. This involves understarttimgurposes of God the
Father and Jesus Christ the Son.

THE PURPOSE OF GOD:
It is God's purpose that...

...in the digpensatin of the fullness of times He might gather togethe in
oneall things in Christ, both which are in Heaven, andwhich are on
earth... (Ephesians 1:10)

Fromthe beginning of time, Satan has battlgdiast the fulfillment of this purpose. Your
ownwarfare in the spirit world is related to this purpose of God. Satan battlesto bring your
heat, mind, spirt, and sou into allegiance to him instead of the Lord Jess Christ.

Godworks in you to ammplish His purpose:

For it is God which worketh in you both to will and to do Hisgood
pleasure. (Philippians 2:13)

God also works through your lif e to acconplish His purposes:

Neither yield ye your membes as instruments of unrighteousness unto
sin: but yield yourselvesunto God, asthosethat are alive from the dead,
and your members as instruments of righteousness unto God. (Romans
6:13)

Whenyou yield yourself to beome "an instrument of righteousness unto God," it mgains
bring your lif e and ministry in harmany with His purpose and plans By doing this, you
becomea target for God'enemy, Satan.

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Fromthe beginning of His etnly ministry, Jesus set about destroying theksof Satan:

-He forgave sins (Matthew 98; Mark 2:112,17;Luke 4:1732).

-He stressed the heart conditiothex than the dieption of outward appearance
(Matthew15:1620; Mark 7:20623; Luke 6:45; 11:39).

-He healed the sick (Matthew 11:5).

-He raised people from the dead ({&:3543; Luke 8:4956; John 11).

-He released people from demonic posv(Matthew8:16).

In summay, He destrogd the works of Satan in the hearts, souls, minds, and bodies of men
and women:

The blind receive ther sight, and the lame walk, the lepers are cleansed
and the deaf hear, the dead are raised up, and the poor have the Gokpe
preached to them. (Matthew 11:5)

Jesushot only destrged the works of Satan, He also exposed the devious strategies of
theenemy:

-He taught on the deception of Satan which wouldeas® during the last gt
on earth Matthew 225; Mark 13;Luke 17:2237; 21:836; Matthew 2425).

-He warned of Satan who was able to dedineysoul (Matthew 10:28).

-He spole of the necessiy of binding the strang man (Setan) before spoling
his goods (Matthew 12:2630; Mark 3:2327; Luke 11:1724).

-Herevealed how Satan triesto prevent the Word of God from being effective in
the hearts of men and women (Matthew 13:38; Mark 4:ake 8:12).

-He exposed those who were not right with God as beittgeof"father, the
devil" (John8:44-47).

-Herevealed Satan as the "pmnof the world" (John 14:30).

THE GREAT DIVISION

Although Jesis came to bring the peae of God (Jom 14:27 Phlippians 4:7), and pea@ with
God(Romans 5:1), His coming also brought division:

Think not that | am come to sendbeace on earth: | cane not to send
peace but a sword.

For | am come to set a man at variance against his father, and the
daughter against her mother, and the daughter in law against her mother
in law.

And a man's foes shall be they of his own lisehol. (Matthew 10:34
36)

16:1931), Jesus removed the veil between life and deatHeth®en see the end result of
choosing the wrongay.

Because He destroyed and exposel the works of Satan, Jesis was unde assaul throughout

His earthly life. Theenemy constantlyied to destroy Him or grent Him from fulfilling

the mission for which He had come. The moment He was boateampt was made on His
life. During His public ministy therewere several plots on His life and at least one attempt
whichwas abated He met the oppastion of demonic powers rdigious leaders His own
followers,and Satan.

Whenyou alignyourself with the plan and purposes of Jesuadzgpting Him agour
Savior, you becomegt of the army thlt wars against Satan. The purposes of Jesus become
your purposes and thissetsyou in atactica position of direct opposition to the enemy.

THE BATTLE PLAN

There are mary different Scriptural strategiesthat can be used in spiritud warfare, but the
basicbattle plan for bdieversisreveded by observing how Jesis deat with the enemy. The
basicbattle plan for spiritual warfare is based on six major points. These are:

-The Word Of God

-Delegated Power And Authority
-Prayer

-Fasting

-Keys Of TheKingdom

-The Name Of Jesus
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THE WORD OF GOD

Onedirect confrontation between Jesus and Satan carnrmgyduspecial period of temptation

by the enemyin this encounter, one of the major portions of our tsatibattle plan was
revealed. Before proceedimngth this lesson, read the accounts of this temptation recorded in
Matthew4:1-11,Mark 1:1213, and Luke 4:113.

First Saan tried to get Jesus to turn sones into bread The powe of Jess which som was

to turn water into wine surelgould have turned stones into bread. But to do so in this
situationwould have been acting indepenéntly of God and using His powe for perond
bergfit.

NextSatan tried to get Jesus to cast Himself down from the tddémple. Note that
Satansaid "Cast thysef down." Satan could not cag Him down, becuse the power of Satan
isa limited power. Satan can persugda to sin, but he cannot cast you dovwiAs you
have learned, evergan is tempted when he is drawn g his own lust. He is not
forced, butenticed. In thistemptdion, Satan used Gods Word to back up his gppeal but he
misaplied it (Matthew 4:6). Misapplication of God's Word is a major stratégyatan.

In both of the first two temptations Satsaid 'IF you ae the Son of God," do these things.

For Jesus to have complied would have been admission that the verification of His sonship by
God was inadequate. God had alresiogyken from Heaven confirming this relationship
(Matthew3:17). Satan alwgs centers his attacks gmour relationship with God. The final
temptation was an appeal gtan for worship. In return, Satwould deliver to Jesus all the
kingdoms of the world.

In these three situations of temptatiu can see the evil forcestbke world, thelesh, and

the Devil warring against Jesus. Jesus met the temptations of Satan with the Word of God.
The Bible is a verymportant spiritual weapon and part of the armor of God wychwill

study about later. It is calléthe sword othe Spirit." The Word of God is the ordwinely
inspiredmanal of spiritud warfare Othea books are useful only asthey arein hamony with
God'sWord.

In meeting the temptdions of Saan Jess used the Word of God Jesus quoteal specific
Scripturesapplicable to the immediate battle. He did not quote pessdghronologyr
history from the Old Testanent Jesis said, "It iswritten agan..." When you use speeific
Scriptures, be sure thaye in balance with the remainder of Werd of God. Thg must
be viewed in their context and applied in harmaiith the total revealed Word of God.

In order to use the Word of Gaffectivelyin spiritual warfareyou must know the Word of
God. You must study, meditate on, and memorize it. Mafgats ifife come because we
do not know God's Word:

Jesusanswered and said unto them, Ye do err, not knowing the
scriptures, nor the power of God. (Matthew 22:29)

TheWord of God is our manual for warfaged reveals God's spiritual battle plan.
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DELEGATE D POWER AND AUTHORI TY

Thesecond part of the battle plan is based upon the pawdesiuthority over Satamhich
Jesuglelegied to Hisfollowers

Authority and power are two different things. Consid the exanple of apoliceman He has

abadge and a uniform whiclieasymbols of his authoyit His authority comes lbause of
the position he holds with the government. But becalipeaple do notespect that
authority, the policeman also carries a weapon. Wédagon is his power.

Your authority ovethe enemyomes through Jesus Christ and your position in Him
asbelievers. Your powe over the eneny comes through the Holy Spirit:

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most intensdevd of spiritud warfare in prayer. It is illustraed by the persstene of Danid
who cortinued to knock despite the fact he saw no visible results as Satan hindegedwer
from God. (Daniell0)

For exanple, at the bitter waters of Marah when Moses cried unto the Lord, God showved
him exactly what to do to sweeén the waters. There was no need to wait further on the
Lord in praye. Moses was to act upon what God had revealed.sdine was true of
Joshua when he prayedout the terrible defeat dérael at Ai. God revealetid¢re was sin
among the people of Israel. Helly told Joshua...

Getthee up; wherefore liest thou thus upon thy facedsrael hath
sinned..Up, sanctify the people..(Joshua 7: portions of 10, 12, and 13)

It was not the time to pray. It was the timeto ad upon the direction given in prayer. Some
peopk use prayer as an excu® to avoid involvemert and acting upan wha God has told them
to do.

Otherscontinue to prayvhen God has alrea@ynswered but thedid not like the answer.
Review the storpf Balaam in Numbers 22. Note especiakyses 1819. Balaam had no
right to go to God with the sane mater for God had clearly forbidden him to have anything to
do with it (see verse 12).

FASTING

Fastings the fourth part of our battle plait is combined with prayer to age effective
warfare in the spirit world.

THE DEFINITION OF FASTING:

Fastingjn the most simple definition, is going without food.

TYPES OF FASTS:

Accordingto the Bible therera two types ofdts. The total fast is wheroy do not & or

drink at all. An example of this is found in Acts 9:9. The partial fast is when the diet is
restricted. An example of this is in Daniel 10:3.

PUBLIC AND PRIVATE FASTING:

Fastings a personal matter betweanindividual and God. I to be done in private and
notboaste aout:

Moreover when ye fast, be not as the hypocrites, of a sad countenance;
for they disfigure their faces, that they may appear unto men to fast.
Verily | say unto you, they havetheir reward.
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But thou, when thou fastest, anoint thine head, md wash thy
face;

That thou appear not unto men to fast, but unto thy Father which is in
secret and thy Father which seeth in secret shall reward thee openly.
(Matthew 6:16-18)

fast:

LENGTH OF THE FAST:

How long you fag depends upon wha God speals into your spirit. He may lead you to fag a
shot or lengthy time. Renmembe the story of Esal and Jacol? Jamb was originally making a
meal for himself but denied himself in order to obtain the birthright. How much befsau
had fasted that one meal!

KEY SOF THE KIN GDOM

Jesugjave to believers the ¥& of the Kingdom. Those & include the poweo bind
and loose and theyathe fifth part of our basic battle plan:

And | will give unto thee the keys of the Kingdom of Heaven; and whatsoever
thou shalt bind on earth shall be boundn Heaven; and whatsoever thou shalt
loose on earth shall be loed in Heaven.

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Jesugaught the importance of binding evil spirits before cagtiegn out, but the principle of
binding and loosing is more than castirg out demors. You can bind the power of the eneny to
work in your life, homegcommunity, and churchdlowship. You can loose men and women
from the bondage of sn, depression, and discouragement of the enemy.

Theprinciple of binding and loosing is an important stggted overcome thpower of the
enemy.lt is a key to the Kigdom of Gal. In everysituation with which you are
confronted...evergroblem, everghallenge...there is a spiritualykeThat key is in exercising
the principle of binding and loosing. Whygou recognize what to bind and what to loose and
act upon this discovgytheenemy will be dedated.

applied in His name, we pyafast, and use our delegated goand authorityand the keys of
the Kingdom n His name:

...Thou couldest have no power at all against me, except it were given
thee from above...(John 19:11)

Jesuglid not die because slpower was less than that of the eperdis death did not end the

plan for God's Kingdomt was not time for His Kingdom to be visibly dsished in the
world.
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The death of Jests actudly fulfilled the plan of God. Men could now be saveal from the
bondageof sin and the penalty d¢iie "second death"” (eteal separation from God because of
sin).

Gred though it was salvetion from sin was nat the only victory gainel by Jesus through
His death on the cross. Through His death &adrrection, Jesus féated all the power
of theenemy:

...WhenHe ascended up on high (was resurrected) He led captivity
captive,and gave giftsunto men.

(Now that He ascendkd, what isit but that He also descaded first into
the lower parts of the earth?

Hethat descendel isthe sanealso that ascendel up far abowe all
Heavens,that He might fill all things.) (Ephesians 4:810 )

And having spoiled principalities andpowers. He made a shew of
them openly, triumphing over them in it. (Colossians 2:15)

Jesugslefeated esrypower of the enem including death. He also passed judgment upon
Satan:

Now isthejudgmernt of thisworld: now shal the prince of thisworl d (Satan)
becast out. (John 12:31)

Jesusnade a way ofavation. He defeated death and the principalitied powrs of the
enemy. Heestored to man dominion over all things. He pronouncegijedt on Satan
which will be fulfilled in the future.

Asyou hawe learned the present situaton is similar to conditions which have existed in
celtain countries irthe natural world. The powers of geborces will be overthrown bthe
government. The rebel leadeitl be under judgment, but still at large. Resistancee®r
under his direction still war in the land.

Jess has conqueed Satan and sd his judgmert, but he is still a large and his forces of
demonicpowers, the flesh, and the world are still at war in the landey atiempt to control
territory that is rightfully that of the Conqua. They tryto blind men to the fact Satan has
been defeated andunde judgmet. They try to control homes churches, ard natons.

Thatis where the warfare of theeliever comes into focus. Jesus has defeated the enemy
but Satan remains at large in the world. It isour tak to open the eyes of men and women

to his decepion and regain contral of territory tha isrightfully ours Your persaal battle

will continue until judgment on Satan is executed or untilggoto be with Jesus through
deathwhichever comesfirst:
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To the intent that now unto the principalities and powers inheavenly places

might be known by the church the manifold wisdom of
God. (Ephesians 3:10)

VICTORS, NOT VICTIMS
Through Jesus, you are a victor over the enemy rather than a victim of the enemy:

And hath put all thingsunder Hisfeet, and gave Him to be the head over
all thingsto the Church.

Which is His body, the fullness oHim that filleth all in
all. (Ephesians 1:2223)

All things are "under the d€ of Jesus. This means He has conquered them. He is the head
of the Church, ad we are the bad It is stated that all things are unéts feet, which means
under His body, the Chdr. This means we are victors, not victims. You can be kept from

the power of Satan. Jesus Himsdlf prayed for usto be kept from the power of the enemy:

| pray not that thou shouldest take them out of the world, but that
thou shouldes keep them from theevil.

Neither pray | for these alone, but for them also which shall believe on
me through their word. (John 17:15,20)

You are a conqueror, notristughyour own power, but through the powers afe@ater One:

Neither give place to the Devil. (Ephesians 4:27)
INTRODU CTION

There are two types of warfarein the naurd world: Offensive ard defensve. The Bible
alsoteacles both defensiwe and offensive spintud strategies. You mud leam to fight both

defensivelyend offensively. Thenly other option is @sertion, which is unaeptable.

Thislesson provides an introduction to both offensive and defensiveraiaifhe following
two chaptes examire in detal your defensive ard offengve spiritual wegpons.

DEFENSIVE WARFARE

Defersve warfare is battle waged to deferd teritory. It iswarfare tha waits for the eneny to
strike, then pullsitsforcestogether in defensive response The defende mug resporm to his
opponent and his decisions are forced on hirthbyattacker. Thig/jpe of warfare does not
advance into enentgrritory. It defends territoralreadyclaimed. It is important, however,
because the spiritual forces of evil aomstantly attackingou as a beliexr. If you do not
know how to deferd yoursef, you will become avictim of these attacks.

OFFENSIVE WARFARE

Offensivewarfare is ggressive warfardt is not a warfare of waiting andsponding in
defense. It is warfar@hich takes the initiative of attack. The enesidentified, his strategy
recognized, and offensive advancgairast him are made in the spirit world. In efsive
warfare the attacker has the advantaigmaking decisions first. Offensive wamé gains
territoryratherthan defends it.
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Offensiveadvances are the ortlype of spiritual weare which will reach ta world with the
Gospel of Jesus Christ. We cannot remain in our comfortable homes and churches and
practice defensive strategies wriThe army of5od must advance into enemeyritory. It

must go to the strongholds of Satan with the power of the Gossdge. We must wage
aggessive offensive spiritual battle.

THE COMMO N FACTOR

Thereis one thing in common about offensive andedsive warfare. Both involve
personal action by the believ In natural weare, unused weapons do not inflict
causaliies on the enemy nor winang. The same is true in the spirit world. Your spiritual
weapons areftected byyour will to use them. It is true that God empowers fitldy but
you have a @rsonalrespon#bility in both defensive and offensive spiritud strategies.

In Old Testanent battles, the Lord fought for and with His people Israel But first, they had
to position themselves on the batlefield. When God sees a spiritual wegpon being usel in
His nanme and a man or woman on the battlefeld dating to atempt the impossiblethe Lord of
Hostsis moved to action.

Real the stoty of Elishain Il Kings 13:14-19. In this object lessa using the bow ard
arrows,there are some spiritual parallels that will hgdp understand yourad in the
battle:

1. DEMONSTRATE YOUR INTENTIO N TO FIGHT:

Elisha told King Joah, "Take up the bow and arrows:" Pad said "Take the sword of the
Spirit" and declare war. Byking up youoffensive and defensive weapogsy are
demonstratingour intention to fight.

2. PUT YOUR HANDS ON THE WEAPON:

Elishatold the king to put his hands upon the bow, then Elishalaid his hards upon the
king'shands. The stratedgr victory isyour hand upon the weapon and His hand over
yours.

3. OPEN THE WINDOW:

Open up the window of the place where the enemy isvictorious. Israels foe was to the eas,
so Elisha told the king to open the window eastward. God wgmisto open up the
"windows" of everyarea ofyour life to expose the failure, defeat, and baedaf the enem

4. SHOOT:

Elishatold the king, "Shoot," and the king shot. Then Elisha sdiu 'Lord's aow of
victory over Syria."The open window is not enough. The weapoyour hand is not
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sufficient. Even God's hand upgour hand will not win the battle. Yauust follow the
command of the Lordf Hog to "SHOOT! Thisisyour patt in the warfare..to actudly use
the weapan that isin your hand which iguided by the hand of tHeord.

5. KNOW THE OBJECTIVE:

Elishatold the King to take the arrows and Hietn upon the grouras a symbol of his
victory over Syria. Th&ing did so, but he "smote thrice andysté (stopped).” Elisha told
him that because he limited God futting the ground onlyhree times, his military victory
would be limited. This happed because the King did not understand thectwgeof
warfare. Elishdnad sad the Lord wanied to totally consune the eneny (vere 17). By
striking the ground only three times, the King settled for only partid victory.

The Lord's objectivefor you is totd victory in evely area of your lif e and ministry. If you fail
to understand this objective then yaigtory will be limited.

6. WIN FIRST IN THE SECRET CHAMBER:

Whathappened between Elisha and King Joash in the sgemetber that dagletermine
the outcome of the battle with Syrialt is what happens in the secret chamber with the
Lord that determines youratories in the actual battles of life.

DEVICES OF SATAN

Basicto both offensive and defensive ffaae is knowledge of the strates d Satan:

L ed Satan should get an advantage of us. for weare not ignorant of
his devices. (Il Corinthians 2:11)

Theword "devices" meansstheme, project, plot or underhanded plan of ewaladter.
Satancan gan advartage over you when you are ignorart of his devices ard fal to respond
in offensive and defensive battle.

THE MINISTR Y OF THE HOLY SPIRIT

Earlierin this courseou learned of the spiritual force ghod known as the Holy Spirit.
The Holy Spirit is important in both offensive andatesivewarfare. The Hol\spirit
knows thestrategjies of Saan and interceds for bdievers engaged in batle:

Likewise the Spirit also helpeth our infirmities; for we know not what
we should pray for as we ought: but the Spirit itself maketh
intercesson for uswith groanings which cannot be uttered....because
He maketh intercesson for the saints according to the will of God.
(Romans 8:2627)

TheHoly Spirit gives power to clam enemy territory:
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But ye shal receive power after that the Holy Ghodg is come upon you:
and ye shal be witnesss unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaeg
and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth. (Ats 1:8)

Gifts of the Holy Spirit are duable weapons of offensive and eefive battle. The giftef
the word of knowledge and the wordwasdom provide supernatural revelation for spiritual
warfare. The gift of disgning of spirits reveals the deception of theran.

Thespecialgifts of pastor, prophet, apostle, evdigj and teacher assist iq@pping us
for battle. Thespeaking gifts of the HolySpirit provide special instructions from God
and the serving gifts of the Spirit enable the aoing@od to move forward in spiritual
advance.

WRESTLIN G: A NATURAL PARALLE L OF SPIRITUA L TRUTH
Oneof the most powerful verses on offensive spiritual combat is...

For we wrestle not againg flesh and blood, but againg prin dpalities,
againstpowers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against
spiritual wickedness in high places. (Ephesiang:.12)

God'schoice of the word "vestle" is significant. Wrestling is a natural gkl of a great
spiritual truth. Wrestling in the natural world is a sport of mastesyrength. To wrestle
means'to conterd i n struggk for power over an opponent:

Conside thes facts abou wrestling in the naturd world as gpplied to your spiritud warfare:

1. PREPARATION AND TRAINING:

A wrestler in the natural world must train to be successful at his sport. He nutisepra
wrestling. He must have a progket. He must larn the rules of wrestling and theyust
be carefullyfollowed to win the match.

A believer must learn the rules of spiritual waefan order to be victorious. A proper "diet"
of God's Word and pyer is necessarpr successful spiritdavrestling. As in wrestling in
the natural world, skill is gained through praetic

Theprimary pupose of training in the natural world is to preparevthestler to perform at
peak efficiencyvhile experiencing the least amount of fagghis is tue also in the spirit
world. Some people are eadifitigued and defeated spirituabbgcause thegre not properly
trained for spiritual warfare.

2. THE NATURE OF THE STRUGGLE:

Individualchampionship wrestling is not a team sport. Whemestrer ties there is no
substitute team member to send in. Wrestling involves intimate, face to face gerson
contactwith the opponent.
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The saneistruein the spirit world. Believers are involved in intimate, face to face comba
with the enany. No othe bdievea can take your place in this spritual combat There areno
"time outs" in wrestling as in other sports. Thererarétime outs"” in the spiritual world
either. Satan never rests from this war. The believer must oewéf guard.

3. THE STRATEGIES:

Thereare both offensive and t#sive strategies in natural wrestling erhare applicable in
the spiritual world. Stalling is one technique used in wrestling. Stalling is avoiding
confrontationwith an opponent Points are log in the judging system for stalling. You also
"lose points” when you'stall” spiritually and do notggressivelywrestle yourenemy. Some
believers sgnd their entire lives stalled in confrontation with the epeffhey neer
aggressivelyrestle andyain thevictory.

4. UPSET BALANCE:

Anotherimportant strategin natural wrestling is to upset the balance of the opponente On
anopponetis balance has been dedroyed heiskept struggling to regain it.

TheBible speaks much of the importance of ahak or "temperase.” One of the strategies
of Satan in the spiritual realm is to try to upset badarMany cults haveesulted because of
improper balance on doctrinal issues. Homes, ch@idwghips, and even nations have
beendefeded beause of imprope baance by wrong emphass or lack of emphassin

certan areas.

Thereare two ypes of balance involved in wrestling: yBital and mental balance. Before
physical balace can be destyed, mental balance must first be attacked. Toraplish

this, a strateggf surprise is used. A move is initiated that is distracting and a surprising.
While the wrestler focuses on this, the intended technique is applidéaddyg an opponent
to believesorme moveis abou to be attenpted he will try to avoid the imagned danger ard
leave himsdf open to the actual attack.

How true this is in the spiritual world! Satan upsets balance through theygtasurprise.
He upsets your mental bat@nby distractingittacks and whilgou are fearfullyfocused on
thesehelaundies his intended assault in another aremof life.

5. ANTICIPATION:

Anticipationis important in natural wrestling. A wrestler who can diseehen a particular
mowe is going to bemack is usually able to block or counte attack When the intended mowve

is made it is not as likely to be succegsince it is anticipated and the wrestler is prepared.

The saneistruein the spirit world. If you are not ignorant of Saen's devices and anticipete
his strategies, theyou are prepared. You amet thrown off balance when attacksaoc.
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6. BAITI NG:

There are movesin wresting which are made to "bait" an opponent totemp and entice him
into making a move which will weaken his positioim. the spirit world Satan is constantly
tempting you to mov@which will wealen your spiritual position.

In natural wrestlig, moves are planned to place an opponent in a position that leaves him
opento atack Situations are purposey createl to do this and advantage i s taken of an
oppaent'sweakened positioat the instant it occurs.

Spiritually, Satan creat situations which leave you operattack Then he immediately
takes advantage gbur weakened position. Bybu must remember asu wrestle that it is
Satan who holds the weakened position. Thegoawthinyou is greater than his power. He
has alreadpeen dealt the final weakening blowthg Lord Jesus Christ. Bubu must
exercise the advantage givu by thelLord in order to win the match.

7. ATTACK AND COUNTERATTACK:

In natural wrestlig, every moveyou make setgou up for a response from the opponent.
Thesame istruein the spirit world. When you make a move for God, Satan will aways
counterattack with a move of his own.

8. MOBILITY:

In wrestling, a mobile opponent is congiglédangerous. This is whyou want to pinjour

opponendown In the spiritual world, Satan is a mobile opponent He goes "to ard fro" as
a lion seeking to devour. You must be on guard for his aunstobility. Satan also
recaynizes the effectiveness wdur mobility. He wants to prevegbu from being on the
move for GodThis is why he gtrivesto throw you and pin you down spiritually.

9. RECOVERY:

Any eror made in wrestling results in an action that can bentallvantage of bije
opponent. Howrue spiritually! Anyerroryou make in spiritual wrestling is quicklgken
advantage of by the enemit.is important in wrestling to learn how to recover fronalla fit
is necessartp be able to convert the bottom position into an advantage. @leemves of
escape and rewalwhich will enabethis.

In spiritual wrestlingyou may at times experienadall and be temporarilyinned by the
enemy. But you do not have to remain in this positidgdod has gien strategies in His Word
which, if followed, will convertyour disadvantage into an advagga He has provided
strategies for escape and reespiritually just as are used in nawrestling.

Thelifeof Josej isan excelent exampeof this. Hehad the disadvandges of being sdd

into slaveryand put in prison. But he converted disadvantages tantatyes. In thend,
he triumphed over the engm
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Thereare other moves in wrestling vehiresult in taking an opponent down from behind,
dragging, pinning, throwing, and pulling him. Can you recagnize similar moves by the
enany spiritually?

10. THE OBJECTIVE:

Theobjective of wrestling in the natural world is to e&fthe opponent byaasing him to fall
or pinning him to the ground. This results from a series of gicateoves anar by wearing
the opponent down.

Satan constantly wars againg believers trying to wear them down. Hisobjectiveisto
causebelievers to fall, throw them, and trap in the bondagerof His goal is to destroy
your supportie points jus as awrestle does to his opponert in the natual world. The
god isto make you proséte spiritually.

11. SCORING:

Victory in natud wrestling also comes through a pess of scoring byhe judges. The
wrestler with the highest points for the most effective atjigmoves wins the match.

Your spiritual opponent has alreadgen judged. Satan was overcomeh@ymost effective
move in all history, the death aresurrection of Jesus Christ. You wrestle with an enemy
whois already judged as alose in the maich.

DEFENSIVE STRATEGI ES

The Bible teades the following defensve actions which must be taken by the believer:
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SUBMIT AND RESIST:

Submit yourselves therefore to God. Resist the Devil, and he will flee
from you. (James 4:7)

Notethe order in this verse: First submit, then resist. M@ople skip over the first step
of submission and try resisting thesll, only to discover it does not work. Det results
when you act indegmdently of God.lIt is the humble, not the arrogant and -selffident,
who overcame the enemy. You will be able to resig Saen only as you submi to God. To
"resist"meando "stand firm against and oppose thensy at everyoint." The Scripture
does not teactis to go looking for demonsbut to resst them when they approah us.
RESIST SATAN STEADFASTLY IN FAITH:

Be sober, bevigilant; becaugyour adversary the Devil, asaroaring
lion, walketh about, seeking whom he may devour.

Whom resist steadfast in the faith, knowing that the same afflictions
are accomplished in you brethren that are in the world.

and natural weapons are ineffee. Spiritual battles must be fought with spiritual weapons.

Paul describes the armor to be used in spiritual warfar

to withstand in theevil day, and having done all, to stand.

Stand therefore, having your loinsgirt about with truth , and having on
the breastplate of righteousness;

And your feet shod with the preparation of the Gospel of peace.

Above all, taking the shield of faith, wherewith ye shall be ableto quench
all thefiery darts of thewicked.

And take thehelmet of salvation and the sword of the Spirit, which isthe
Word of God. (Ephesians 6:137)

Thepurpose of the armor is to be able to stagairest the wiles (deceit, cumg, craftiness)

of the enemy, Satant is your responsibilityo put on the armor:

"sword of the Spirit" and still defeated becayse have forgotten the shield of faith.

The Belt:

The firg piece of arma to be budkled on isthe girdle or bel of truth. In the natura world, a
suitof armor was attached to the belt whiteld the other ptes of armor in place. The truth
of Gods Word is the spiritual belt to which dl othe pieces of arma are attached Saen'sfirst
attack on man was on truth:

And the woman said unto the serpent...God hath said, Ye shall not eat of
it, neither shall ye touch it, lest ye die.

And the serpent said unto the woman, Ye shall not surely
die.

In the natural world, the bastplate covered the upper badythe warrior to protect vital
organs such as his hgdungs, etc. The spiritual breastplateighteousness does not refer to
your righteousnesshut to the covering of the righteousiess of Chrigt:

And be found in Him, not having mine own righteousnesswhich is of the law, but
that which is through the faith of Christ, the righteousness wvich is of God by
faith. (Philippians 3:9)

Youdo not stand on your own merits. You stand in Christ. dnotface the enemy
without the protection of the righteousnesof Christ:

By theword of truth , by the power of God, by the Armor of righteousness on
the right hand and on the left. (Il Corinthians 6:7)

Therighteousness of Christ protegtsur spiritual "vital organs” from attls of Satan and
from unrighteousnessThe breastplate ofgihteousness must bedkled on to the belt of truth.

The Shoes:

There are mary types of shces for differen purposes Some are for walking, others for
specific sports activities. A soldier's shoes are another kind...dileeghoes designed for
warfare. A soldier who cannotl@ance on the battlefield is disabled in {aae.

"Feetshod with the preparation of the Gelspf peace" indicate a&adiness to advance in
the spiritual realm. These spiritual shoes progeat will from the temptation of the enemy
whowould lead you in wrong paths They indicate your willin gnes to do every goad work
and to spread the Gospel to all nations. These spiritual shoes will also goalitestand
against the enemy as Paubemragesyou to do (Ephesians 6:14).
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The Shield:

In the natwal world, the shield & used to provide protection to the warrior's entireybod
Your spiritud shield is called the "shield of faith."

Thereare severalypes of faith mentioned in the Bible. There is savai fthe gift of faith,
and the spirituigfruit of faith. But the word "faithwhen used in relation to the "shield of
faith" speaks of defensive faith. This faith is a firm trust and condelenGod which
protectsyour whole being. It pretts you from flamingnissiles of doubt and unbdiigent

by theenemy. This shield of faith is a calm and confident trust in God which deflects all the
fiery arrows of theeneny from ther target.

Theshield of faith is the constant application of God's Word to the issues oltlifea faith
that enéles you to oveome the evil forces of the world:

For whatsoever is born of God overcometh the world; and this is the victory
that overcometh the world, even our faith. (I John 5:4)

Combinedwith love of God, faith is most effective:
...putting on the breastplate of faith and love...(I Thessalonians 5:8)
It is faith based on truth:

He shal cover theewith Hisfeathers, and under Hiswings shal thou trust:
His truth shall be thy shield and buckler. (Psalms 91:4)

It is faith based on salvation:

Thou hast also given me the shield of thy salvation: and thy right hanllath
holden me up, and thy gentleness hath made me gregPsalms 18:35)

Withoutfaith, you have nomgsp of truth. Without faith you cannoteéve salvation.
Without faith you canot go forth with the Gospel of peace. Without faythu cannot claim
the righteousness of Christ and effectivedg the sword of the Spirit which is the Word of
God.

Faithis not an assumption or presumption. It is a fackdapon God's Word. You
canincresse your faith by hearirg Gods Word (Romars 10:17), acting upon your

presnt faith (Romans 1:17), and seeking God (Hebrews 12:2).

The Helmet:

Thehelmet of salvation is not somethipgu put on when yoget saved. Remember, we

are dealing wittspiritual armor here, and it is assumed #oat are a believer and a
member of God's arntyeforeyou start putting on the armor.
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Thehelmet of salvation represents garerated mind. It repsents a transformed and
renewed thought life. You will lea later in this course that Satan destedy fights for
control of the mind. An undisciplined mind makes the Christian warriorgragyto sinful
deaptions of the enemy.

Paulspeaks of the helmet as the "hope of salvationTimelssalonians 5:8. Saltion, when
propety experierced and understoal, protects your mind. Savation embraes the pag,

presat, and future. You have been saveahi the guilt and penalyf past sin. You are
being saved from the power of sin in the present. The "hogavation” refers to salvation

in the future tense. It is final salvation from the pnes of sin when Jesus returns. The
hope of this future salvation strengthgosir mind against the attacks of Satan. You have a
confident hope in the future becausedG® working out His purpose:

...according to His good pleasure, which He hath purposel in
Him elf;

That in the dispensatia of the fullness of times He might gather togethe
in one all things in Christ, both which arein Heaven and which are on
earth; even in Him. (Ephesians 1:90)

The Sword Of The Spirit:
The"sword of the Spirit" is the Word of Godt is both a defensive and offensive weapon.

You already learned how Jesus used the Word in defens aganst the attadks of Setan Inthe
next lesson you will learn how this weapon is used offensivdy.

After describing the Chridian soldier's armor, Pau comments:

Knowingyour offensive weapons can giyeu the abilityto fight with purpose instead
of uncertainty.
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OFFENSIVE STRATEGIES
Here are the weaponeu use to wage offensive spiritwarfare:

PRAYER:

You already studial prayer and fasting as patt of "God's Battle Plari' in Chapte Ten and as a
defensive weapon in the last lesson. Buygras also a powerful offensive weapon. When
you use it to wage offensive warfare you do nat just pray only for your own personad wants
neals, and problems. You intercede for people, Esdand nations, pulling down
strongholds of Sataad his demonic forces.

All Christians are to intercede at times, but tiegespecial callingp intercession for
some. This powerful ministry brgs the intercessor before therd to wage mighty
battles in theinsea realm.

Thevalue of praise and worship was also mentioned in ChaptePFaise and worship are
powerful ofensive weaponsn Il Chronicles 20 when Isebfaced a mightgnemy, they
beganto sing and praise God and He s& an anbush to defeat their army. When you praise and
worship God, you aractually settingambushments" in the spirit world.

THE SWORD OF THE SPIRIT:

Wherefore TAKE unto you the whole Armor of God, that ye may be able
to withstand in the evil day...(Ephesians 6:13)

To "take" sonething isto get hdd of it, grag it, to draw it to yourself. To take hold of
Gad'sarmor implies offensive actioon the part of the believer.

You studied about the defensive parts of the armor in the last lesson. T¢hededrihe belt
of truth, breastplate of righteousness, helmet of salvation, shoes oépaegtion of peace,
and theswod of the Spirit.

The "sword of the Spirit," which is the Word of God, is aweapm tha can be used both
defensvely ard offensively. The Word is a defensive weapa when you use it to deferd
againstthe attacks of Satan. It is afisive when you use it to claim tiéory for the Lord by
sharingthe Gospé messa@ and deliverane with othes.

There are two differert words used in Scripture for the "Word of God!" Oneword is "logos”
which refers to the total utterance of God. Tlfens to the complete revelation of what God
has said The secomnl word, "rhema; refers to a speeifi ¢ saying of God that has specd
applicion to a specific situation. This is the word used in this passage callirigwioed of
the Spirit" the Word of God.

Youwill remember that Jesus used spedjfrbema) sayirgs of God, applicable to the
immediate temptation. To be adeto do thisimpliesfamlianty with the totd Word of God.
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If you are to usspecific Scriptures applicable to immediate battfes, must have
knowledge of God's total revelat.

THE MIN D OF CHRIST:

Forasmuchthen as Christ hath suffered for us in the flesh,
ARM YOURSELVES likewise with the same mind...(I Peter
4:1)

PULLING AND CASTING DOWN:
Thegoal of offensve warfareisto pull and cast down the stronghol ds of the enemy:

For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through God, to

the PULLIN G DOWN OF STRONG HOLDS; CASTING DOWN imaginations
and every high thing that exalteth itself against the kowledge of God, and
bringing into captivity every thought to the obedience of Christ. (Il Corinthians
10:4-5)

To"pull down" means to take down ljfort or force. To "est” means to throw or hurl. You
are told to cast off the works of darkness (Romahs2) andcast out demon powers
(Matthew10:8).

Whenyou pull and cast down strgmolds of Satan you ameaging offensive widiare. You are
nat waiting to defend agang an attack of Satan but you are attack ng stronghdds of the
eneamy's power.
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BINDIN G AND LOOSING:

You have the power to bind the forces of evil and loosédioes of good:

And | will give unto thee the keys of the Kingdom of Heaven and
whatsoewer thou shalt bind on earth shall be bound in Heaven
and whatsoever thou shalt loose onagth shall be loosed in
Heaven. (Matthew 16:19)

Through delegation of power and authoity from Jesusyou can bind and loose spiritud
forces. Note tha this weapon workstogether It is binding ard loosing. Wheneve you bind
somehing, you shout also loose samething For exanple, if you bind the spirit of lying you
shoul loosethe spirit of truth to operate in its place.

THE BLOOD OF JESUS:

WhenJesus died on the cross of Calvary,létesed us from the dominion of sin and the
power of the enemyHis blood secures our access to God andselérom the bondage of
Satan. Thé&Vord of God indicaestha "they (believerg overcame him (Satarn by the blood
of the Lamb(Jesus Christ)" (Revelation 12:11).

Salvation healing, and deliveranceeaall availabldbecause of the blood of Jesus. His blood
enabls you to wage offengve warfare for the souk of men and women and bring deliverance

in deliverance and healing in the name of JesusYour power to "overcon®' the eneny is
becaiseof the "blood of the lamb."

"testimony"means "evidence or read)’ like that used in a legal case ioaurt of law.

your life, you wae offensive spiritual warfare. To leffective, your testimony must be based
upon the testimony of the Word of Ggdst as a lawer in a court bases his arguments on the
law ofthe land.

INTRODU CTION

TheearlyChurch viewed their spiritual experience in terms of warfProtection is desbed
asthe "armor of God." The Word of Godis compaed to a"sword:' Satars attaks are fiery
dartsand faith is the "good fightBelievers are told to "war good warfare."

Why did God choose the exampke of naturd warfare to desribe what is happening in the

spirit world between the forces gbod and evil? The answer is found in a basic Biblical
principle: Naturd principles of spiritud truth. God uses naturd principles to explan what is
hgppenirg in the spirit world. We can understand what we sethe natural witd. When

parallels are drawn between something in the natural world and the spiritual world, then we
can understand trepiritud becausof the natural.

Jesusused this principle often. He used the example of a natural harvesstatiuthe
great spiritual harvest to which He was calling lamr&here are marparallels between
natural harvesting and harvesting in the spiritual world.

Thesame is true in relation to warfare. Tdare manyrinciples of natural warfare which
have been studied and gpplied by expers a physicd war. These natura principles are
applicablein thespiritualworld. This chapter presents principles of naturafave and
applies them in thepiritud realm It revedls why God usel naturd warfare to desribe the
ongoirg spiritud war in which believers are eaged.
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NATURAL PARALLELS OF SPIRITUAL WARFARE
Here are the natural principleswérfare that are pdtels of spiritual battle:
THE DEFINITION OF WAR:

A simple definition of war in the natal world is "an act of fice intended to compel our
opponenmto fulfil | our will. " This definition is applicable also in the spiritud world. Satan
is constatly using theforces of evil to compé you to fulfill his will.

A WARTIM E LIFESTYLE:

Whena ndion is at war, the lifestyle of that nation is affected. Men give up their jobs to
fight for their nation. Thegpend hours in preparation and training. Fumdsieawn from
the economy to aid in the battle. Residemésadert to invasion and extra gdarare posted
a nationd bordes.

In the spiritual world manielievers are totallynaware of the warfaraging around them

and have not adopted a wartime lifgst Church fellowships plan programs and parties but
theydo not have a battle plan. Thigye in luxury and ease while tlememy is claiming the

souls of unnumbered men and women without Jesus Christ. Members of the fellowship are
discouraed,depresed and living in fleshly sins They are victims of awar they do not even

know exists You must understand: We are at war! We should adopt a wartimstyigein

the spirit world. Spiritualwarfare should become the focus of our lives. We should spend
time in preration andraining. We shout lean of and put to use our spritual weapons.

Wesshould designate material wealth to extending the Gospel gagsselaim nations being
threatened b$atan. We should be alert to invasion from the eremdypost extra guards at
theborders of our heat, mind, tongue, sou, spirit, home, community, and church fdlowship.
We are at war, ard our life-style in the spirit world shoud reflect it.

THE OBJECTIVE OF WAR:

Themain objective of warfare in the natiiworld is victory ovethe enemy. This is also the
main objective in the spiritual world. To aekie victoryin natural warfare, thereeamany
shortrange objectives that must be matlividual battles must be won and separate
territoriesclamed. Each of theseindividual battles contribute to thefind god of victory.

The saneistruein the spirit world. Our long-range god is victory over the eneny. But we
mustbreak down this longange olgctive into more specific objectives. We must know the
objectives God has for us in spiritual warfare in @amify, church #llowship, community,
andnation We mug identfy the speifi c territory assigmed to us for conquet.

Ead soldier in anaturd amy has a differert position and respasibility in the batle. The
sameis truein the spiritual world. You must identify perssobjectives which will
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contribute to the overall goal of viciprThe battle commander assigns objectives to soldiers
in the natural wod. God is your spiritud battlecommandr and He has sd specific spiritual
objectives for you as a Christian soldier.

BASIC TRAINING:

Knowing the objectives for war is not enoudp. A soldie mug recave bast training on how to
achieethes objectives. In the natud world this training includeslearnng abou the enemy,
his tactics, how to use the weapons of wafand the battle plan.

In the spiritual world believers ofteamter the battlefield without this basic training. Tlukey
not unders#énd the tactics of theeneny. They are not aware of their spiritual wegpons arnd
how to use them and theyale not studied the battle plan (God's terit Word).

In the natura world, to send a soldier to the battleield without bast training resulsin
defeat. The saneistruein the spirit world. You mug be trained in spritual warfareif you
are to experience victor. When a soldier enters basiaitring in the natural world, he
leaves civiliarif e benind. Heis no longer entargled with cvilian affairs but is conearned
with the army in which he has enlisted.

In the spiritual realm, in order toava good warfareve must not be entangled in théaafs
of life. We are not civilian citizens of this present world. We are warriors dfitiggdom of
God:

Thou therefore endure hardness, as a good soldier of Jesus Christ.
No man that warr eth entangleth himsdf with the affairs of thislife; that
he may please Him who hath chosen him to be a soldier.

(I Timothy 2:3 -4)

PROPAGANDA:

Eneny natiors dways spreal false propagnda (informatior) abou each othea. Satan also
injectsfalse propaganda intgur mind if you allow it. You will learn morebout ths when
you study "TheBattle In The Mind" in Chaptdffteen.

DIPLOM ATIC PROPOSALS:

One of the strakgies of natiors a& war is to weaken the enany by diplomatc proposés. These
aresuggestions of compromise. Thgbusuch proposals each nation tries &ngadvantge

over the other. In spiritual warke, Satan attempts to make believers compromise with sin. He
knowssud "diplomag/” will result in spiritual weakness.

INTELLIGE NCE:

Whennations are at war, there is algaan intricate organization of glligence. Ech side
has intelligence forces dedicatedgaghering information about the other. The intelligeen
forces collect and ange all available information on the engrnthey communicatehat
they havdearred to the sddiers engaged in comlzt.
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In spiritual warfare your knowledge of the eneamny and his tactics arevital to victory. The Bible
is your "intelligen@ manual’ which reveas informai on on the eneny. Asyou lean of Saan's
strategies and the Scriptural counter stjiass, you shouldommunicate these to other
Christiansoldiers Satan gathes information on you too. He learrs your points of wesknes
ard targds them with offensive attacks.

OFFENSIVE AND DEFENSIVE WARFARE:

Armiesin the natural world use both offensive and defensihategies. Ayou have
learned, offensive warfare is aggaessive advancegainst an enemy. &ensive warfare
is when theenemy attacks and you must defend your territory.

You have learned that parallels of bothenBive and defensive warlike situatiagmsst in the
spiritual world. When Satan attacks you must ugerdéve spiritual warfare. Whefou are
claiming new territorjor God, such as sharing the Gospel with those who hewer ¥
heard it, you are condiing offensive warfareYou are claimig new territoryin the name of
the LordJess Christ.

A great genel in the natural world once told his troops, "We are not gairttjg foxholes
and wait for the enentp come shooting at us. We are going to movea@hand move fast."
(A foxholeis ahole in the ground in which a soldier can hide). The gerera said, "When you
dig a foxhole, you dig grave. When youare in that foxhole and fire at the engrhe knows
your exact location...We will keep moving and the enantlyalways hit whereve have keen
and not where we are." Thgeneral did not believe in defense. His thewag that if the
enemywas constantly undettack, there would not be anged to defend. He realized that
the forcemovingin offensive warfare &l advantage over the @atlingforces. He said, "We
will fight on our terms and we will win."

In spiritual warfare, he who understands the objective of warfare as the defed of the enemy
will not easily beaduced to a defensive position. To gain total vigtoffensive fronts are
required.

WEAPONS:

In everywar there are weapons whiare used. Thayay be simple wapons such as a spear
or bow and arrow, or they may be complex weapos such as a missile system The soldier

must know what weapas are available for use and how to usethem Soneweapors are
specifically designed for defensive ware while others are for f@nsive warfare.

Thisis also true in the spiritual world. As a Christian soldier you must laeeast your
spiritual weapons and know how to use themyds have larned, there are botlefdnsive
and offensive spiritual weapons. The difference isybat weapons are spiritual weapons.
Neverbe reducedo trying to useineffective naurd weapors to fight spiritual batles.
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SURPRSE ATTACK S

Terrorism,sabotageand ambush aidl surprise attacks and are methods useublyral
armiesat war. Thee methods have two things in comman: First, they are violert offensive
metods.Secondthey all have an element of sumprise Thetarget at which sud assults are
directa is caudit unawaes and is unprepaed Confusion and defea usually result.

Asterrorists who sabotage and ambush, Satan also uses the methods of ¥ieteeo
surprise attacks. He will attack whgou least expect it in areasyfur life leftunguarded.

Do notassume the enemwill furnish you with warningof his attacks. This does not happen
in the natural world of war. Neither will it happen in the spiritual world.

DECISIVE BATTLES:

In everywar there are "d#sive battles." These are Hatt which determine treutcome of the
entire war. Decisive battles are importantdaese of the territorywvolved in the fight. If an
ammy wins control of a certain strateg c territory he can gan control of surrounding territories
In spiritual warfareghere aredso decisive battles. For exampleydu fail in the battle of the
mind and tongue it will affect your soul, spirit, heart, and poss bly your entire body.

In the natural world, thgreatest concentration of troops are sent tecesive battléeld. In

the spirit world this shauld be true alsa Concentraton of your spiritud resources in stratejc
locations is necessafgr successful warfare. This is trdeo in terms of the spreading of the
Gospel There are times when the spritua harved isripein key gearaphic aress of the

world and evangelistic forces should be camtrated in that field.

Unfortunatelythis is not alwgs so. The greatest concentration of ministersesept is in the
United Stetes of Americawhere there is a church in mogt evely communiy and Chrigian

rado and television prograns readily accesible to every home In the remaining natiors of the
world there is the greatest concetitn of population and many peomeups beyond the
reach of areffective Chrigian witness There are very few trained ministers thereto reach
them Theenemyis staging decisive battles in maofythese nations, warring for thednis,
minds, and souls of men and women. Meanwhile, our spiritual forcesrazentrated
elsewhere.

COMM UNICATION:

Communietion is very importart in naturd warfare. The troops mug be able to communicie
with their commander to receive instructions and eraggment. The enenwill try to sever
communication between the front line troops and their le&dewing this will result in
failure on the battlefield.

In spiritual warfag, Satan wants to destrggur lines of communication. He will try to
prevent you from prgng and reading GaslWord, as these provide instruction and
encouragemnt for spiritualwarfare.If you areso busy at war thabu neglect
communication with the Commander, yaan de easily deated. Christian ministry is a
legitimate means of fighting the enenBut if you run out of spiritual power, ieases to be

161



effective. Your poweon thefront lines comes from communicaion with the battle
CommanderYou mug constanty recewve His instructions and encouragement througdypr
and study of His Word.

TARGETS:

In warfarein the naturd world there are two kinds of targets Moving targets (sud as aboat,
airplane, tank, or troops) and stationngets (such as a weapompakitory, troop
headquarters, etc.). The movinggtets are the geest threat in natural warfaredageise they
are offensive. They are on the moveto conquer territory.

In the spiritual world, Satan is most concerakdut moving targets. He tagg the man
andwoman who is aggressivey moving into the battlefield of spiritual warfare to conquer
enany forces. Satan will attack stationaaygets also (believersho arenot engaged in
offensive warfare). But remerat) when youare on the move for Gogpu are a prime
target for San. Hewants to defeagjour advances into his territoty claim the souls of
captive men and women.

ATTACK SAND COUNTERATTACKS:

In naural wafare when one side attacks, the other side emttdcks. A counterattack is an
attempt to stop enemy fafrom advancing and togain lost territory. Satan couenattacks
every dfensive move made thelievers. When youddide to pray mee, read the Word of
God,or enter aministry, he will immediately stage a counteratad to prevent you from
advancing. If you areawvare of this strateggf counterattackou will be prepared and not
caught offguard.In military terms, there are basicathlyree forms of attack. Similar attacks
are laughed by the enemy in the spiritual world.

1. A frontal attack: These are direct, frontal attacks. Temptations of Satan are like a
straight forward frontal assaults in the naturatldiorhese direct spirith@ssaults should
be met by resisting Satavhich causes him to flee.

2. A siege or blockadeA siege or blockade in the natural #ebis when the enemy tek
contrd of territory not belorging to him. Spiritud bondayeis similar to a siege or blockade in
the natural world. The enenbyeaks througlyour spiritual walls and part gbur life is
brought under his control. He does not actyadlgsess the area, but he prevgatsfrom
functioning properly foGod's gloy. The way to dal with spiritual sige or blockade is by
using the powers of binding and loosing learned in this courseaiEney should be bound
and thearea of lifeunderhis control loosed from his power.

3. Invasion and occupation:When an enemy invasd in the natural world, he occegi and
controls a territgy. This is similar to demonic possession in the spirit world. The unsaved or
backslidden person is under the control of an evil spirit which hasgntepossess them.
Theway to ded with this type of attad isto bind the enemy and cag him out.
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MOBILITY:

In order to be effective in naturd warfare, an army mug be mobile. The forces must be ableto
move to the place where offensiwian is to be taken. If thegre trapped and held immobile
by the enemy, thegre ineffedtve.

Mobility is arequiremert in the spiritual world if you are to carty out the orders to "go into
dl the world and preach the GospelfeA/ou a Christian soldier that haseb immobilized
by the enemy oare you atively pursuing theeommand to advare with the Gospel
message?

A soldier does not put on armor and take up his weapons just to sit comfattabiye in
front of a fire. He not onlprepares for battle, he goto the battlefield. Some Christian
soldiers prepare for battle, but never kethe security of tar home or church fellowship to
go to the battlefield. The war is going on in theagef our cities. It is going on in vilkes
yetunreacheavith the Gospel messags¥o matter how prepared we agritually, we will
neverwin the battle unless we are mobile for the Lord Jess Christ.

A soldie does nat gain skills as awarrior by just studying the books on warfare. He advences
in skill through expeience on the battlefield. Study of your spiritud warfare manud (the
Bible) is important, but the battle will never be won unlgss put what you have studied
into practice. Skill in spiritual warfare comes through experienceagptication, just as it
does in the natural world.

COOPERATION:

Waris a team effort. Soldiers must cavpte with one another in theffort to defeat the
enemy. Theynust come under the direction of one commander. friease forward as a
unitedfront. They do not fight in their own name, but on behdf and in the name of their
country. Believers must learto cooperate in ther@na of spiritual warfarénstead of fighting
each othe we need to concentrate our attack agai nst the enemy.

In the natura world when a soldier is wounded, his friends make evely effort to rescie

him. When the troops move forwartheymove as a unit. They do note the weak
behind, but place them in the center with strongiaar ahead and behind until the weak
have reoveredfrom their wounds.

The Chrigtian army tends to shoat its own wounded When a believe fdlsin battle we gossp
about him or give up on him. Instead, sf®uld rescue these spiritualyppunded and
surroundthem with our strength. Theforces of God should move aheal as one united front,
not as a straggling goup trailed by woundedarriors who fall and dibythe wayside.

We are nat fighting in our own name We are fighting in the nane of the Lord Jesis Christ

We are not fighting in our own behalf. Weedighting on behalf of our spiritual nation, the
Kingdom of God.
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OBEDIENCE:

A soldier on the battfield in the natural world does not do as he please®llders orders
from the commander. Total obedience is requiféere is nothing in war of gaer
importance than obedience. The same is true in the spiritual 1égtm. areto be effective

in spiritual warfare you must follow the instructions of your Commander. You must be in
total obediepe to Him.

COURAGE:

A great genel in the natural world once saidf you areafraid of being shot ayou are
whipped beforgou start...Fear kills mongeople than death.” Do nfaar failure in
spiritualwarfare. If you are afraid of being shot at by the enamy, you are defeated before
you start.

Thebrave generaflso said, "There can never beeaht if man refuses to acceptfelat. Wars
arelost in the mind befare they are lost on the ground No nation was eve defeated until the
peopleaccepted defeat."

Asin the natural world, there can neverdageat ifyou refuse to accept it. Spiritual battles
are lost in the mind first. Refuse to accept defegour mind.

CONQUERING THE LEADERSHIP:

Onreimportart generd frequerly expressd his persaa wish that he could fight the highest
enemy leder and the victor of the personal fight would settlethe This has alreadyeen
done in the spiritual realtmy ourCommander. Through His death and resation, Jesus
conquered the powe of the enemy The final outaome of the war is already reveded in God's
Word. But the rebel forces of resistamee still in the land. Jesus conquered the leadership,
but tous is given the task of overcoming these mxckf resistance.

COMMIT MENT:

In speakinggbout commitment, a famous general said:

"We are luckypeople. We are at war! We havehance to fight and die for
somethiryg. Many peopk never get tha chance Think of all those poar
peopleyou know that have liveehd died for nothing...Total lives spent
doing nothing but eating, sleeping, and gamgvork..."

As believers, we are at war in the spirit world. We hawepportunity to fighénd die for
somethingWe do not have to spend our lives in routine monotorgabhg, sleeping, and
working. We fight for a Kingdom to which ¢&e will be no end. We fight for a Commander
who has dready conqueed the enemy forces. Our victory is assued. We have somethig
worth living for, fighting for, and ifcalled upon to do so, worth dyirigr.

ENTERING THE COMBAT ZONE...

Duringan invasion in the natural world, an aremnters the combat zone to conquer its foes
and claim territoryBasic training is useless unless what is learned is put into action. Even a
mobilized army equipped with weapons &t efiective if it stands inactive on the sidelines.

To be effective in warfa you must actuallgnter the combat zone.
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CHAPTER FOURTEEN

You have answered the call to arms aedrbinducted in God's agnYou have studied about
enemy stragy and territory. You lerned about God's battle plan and beeneal wih
defensiveard offensive weapons With this lessm, you actudly enter the comba zone ard
begin to fight!

Thischapter is the first in a series which focus on Sa&trategies and Scriptural
counterstrategies for ov@ming his deceptive tactics. t8teges" are the science of
forming and carrying out military operations. They are the methods or plans which lead to
victory.

SATAN'S STRATEGIES:

Satarhas organized methods aimed at gaiwiiatpry over dievers. This is what Paul
meansvhen herefersto the "wiles' of the Devil:

Put on the whole armor of God, that ye may be able to stand against the
wiles of the Devil. (Ephesians 6:11)

Theword "wiles" means efty or deceitful. Satan's "wiles" are hisafty, deseitful strategies
of attack.
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GOD'SCOUNTERSTRATEGIES:

Thebeliever is not left defenseless in the fatenemyattack. In His written Word God
has provided a manual of strategies for spirituafave:

Lest Satan should get an advantage of us: for we are not ignorant of
his devices.(ll Corinthians 2:11)

Theword "devices" means thgts or purposes. The Bible contains countersiietge
for overcoming dl the power of the enemy.

The word "counter™ means "to act in oppositon to, to hinder, defeat or frustrak” In the spirit
world, acountestrateyy isan organized plan and metod of opposition to Saan It is desgned
to hinder, defeat, and frustrate his "wilesid "devices."

Thenext few chapters areganized by stratges and counterstrategies. The syags of
Satan in spefic areas of spiritual warfa are discussed first in each chapBpecific
spiritual counterstrategies for victaaye then presenteth this lesson you will studyow
the world andhe flesh function togetter in spiritud warfare and countestratejes for
overcomng thes evil forces.

STRATEGIE SOF SATAN:
THE WORLD AND THE FLESH

You learned in Chapter Seven that the world and the flesh are enemy territory:
SATAN WORKS THROUGH THE WORLD:

And we know that weare of God, and the wholeworld lieth in
wickedness(l John 5:19)

Satan is the prince of thisworld and as its prince he influences the govenmens of nations He
is descrbed as a"deceiwr of nations' in Revelation 20:3 ard 7. Danid chapte 10 identifies a
demonic power over the nation ofiBia workingo prevent Daniel's pyar.

Satarnis as a roaring lion in the world:

Be sober, bevigilant; becaugyour adversary the Devil, asaroaring
lion, walketh about, seeking whom he may devour. (Il Peter 5:8)

The picture of aroaring lion illustrates the open terror tactics Satan uses But Satan is
dsodescribé as"an angé of light":
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And no marvel for Satan himself is transformed into an angel of light.
Thereforeit isno grea thing if his ministers also betransfor med as
the ministers of righteousnesswhose end shal be accading to their
works. (Il Corinthians 11:14-15)

Thisdescribes Satan as alluring and appeatirgmore subtle, secrgipe of attack. So
Satan works both openly andosagly in the world.

Satan'sctivities are vaed in the world, but thegre alwgs directed against God, His plan,
andHis peopk Satan opposes God's work in the world. Thisis quite evidert in his rebellion
ard fall from Heaven which you already sudied (Ezekid 28:12-19). Satan oppo%s the work
of Jess in the world. He is behind the "ar@hrist" spirit of the world:

For many decevers areentered into theworld, who confes not that Jesus
Christ is come in the flesh. This is a deceiver and an
antichrist. (Il John 7)

Satan also oppossthe work of the Holy Spirit in theworld. One of the purpose of the
Holy Spirit is to guide men and women into the truth of the Word of God. Satan tries to
keep the Word of God from influencing the hearts and lives ofam&rmvomen:

In whom the god of this worldhath blinded the minds of them which
believenot, led thelight of the glorious gospé of Christ, who istheimage
of God, should shine unto them. (Il Corinthians 4:4)

Satarafflicts and tempts believers in the world:

For this cause when | could no longer forbear, | sert to know your faith,
lestby some means the tempter havetempted you, and our labor bein
vain. (I Thessalonians 3:5)

And the Lord said unto Satan, Behold, all that he hath isn thy
power... (Job 1:12)

Satan deceives theworld through "spiritud wickedness in high places.” Thisishow he works
in the religious structure of the world. He dedves through fase doctine, ministers teachers,
apostle, ard religions.

Satamalso wages warfam@gainst believers who are in, but not of, weld. Youcan read
aboutthis warfare in Ephesiars 6:10-18. Satan accuses and dandes believers:

And the great dragon wascad out, that old serpent, called the Devil, and
Satan, which deceiveh the whole world: he was cast out into the earth,
and hisangdswere cag out with him.

And | heard aloud voice saying in Heaven, Now is come salvation, and
strength, and the Kingdom of our God, and the power of His Christ; for
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the accuser of our brethren is cast down, which accused them before our
God day andnight. (Revelation 12:910)

Heplants doubt in the minds of believers. This was part of the first temptation of man in the
Garderof Eden (see Genesis &)

Satanincites persecution of believers te world:

Fea none of those things which thou shalt suffer: behold, the devil shall
castsome of you into prison, that ye may be tried... (Revelation 2:10)

Satartries to prevent the believer from effive Christian service:

Wherefore we would have come unto you, even | Paul, once and again; but
Satanhindered us. (I Thessalonians 2:18)

Satan uses the appeal of the world to entice bdievers to sin. He tempts through the worldly
atmosphere, environment, angtem around you. Hencourages a love of the rin
your heart:

Love not the world, neither the things that are in the world. If any man
lovetheworld, thelove of the Father is not in him.

For all that isin theworld, the lust of the flesh, and the lug of the eyes
and the pride of life, is not of the Father, but is of the world. (I John
2:15-16)

Satan wars against the mind, the tongue, the spirit, the body, and the spiritual walls of
bdievers.He attacks through famignd associates, finances, and circumsgaritou will
learn more abowtad of thes specific areas of atad in other chepters.

The nanes of Satan also reved his strateges in the world. You studied the names of Satan
in Chapter Five of this course. Review these and think about &dwname reflects
strategies oSatan in the world today.

SATAN WORKS THROUGH THE FLESH:

Thebody, soul, and spirit of mameaclosely dated. Because of this, Satan esses the soul
and spirit through the flesh. This stratéggvident in the first temptation of man. Eve "SAW
thetreewas good for food (TASTEpnd that it was pleasant the g/es, and a tree to be
DESIRED to make one wise" she took of it and gave it tdhheband also (Genesis 3:6).
Satan usefleshly sense and desiles to gain accesto Eves sod and spirit.

If Satan canndblind your mind" and kep you from aceptirg the truth of the Gospel, then

he tries to keep you in bondage to the flesh after you receive the Gospel Fleshly lusts war
agairg the soul:
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...Abstainfrom fleshly lusts which war against the soul. (I Peter 2:11)
Sataruses the flesh to affect the rdin

But | seeanother law in my members, warrin g against the law of my
mind, and bringin g meinto captivity to the law of sin which isin my
membe's. (Romans 7:23)

"My membersrefersto the flesh Satan uses the flesh to affect the spirit:

Having therefore these promises, dearly beloved, let us cleanse
ourselves from all filthiness of the flesh and spirit, perfecting hotiess
in the fear of God. (Il Corinthians 7:1)

Sataruses the flesh to caugeu to reap corruption (rottenness, perversionpunr life:

For he that soweth to his flesh shall of the flesh reap
corruption... (Galatians 6:8)

In Ephesians 4 where Paudads with the sins of the flesh in the context of the old man and
thenew man, he insetsthis waming:

Neither give place to the Devil(Ephesians 4:27)

This warning indicates that when you commit these fleshly sins, you give place
(literally aclaim)to Satan in your life. Continued willful indulgea in fleshly sins can
result in bondage to Satan:

And that they may recover thenselvesout of the snare of the Devil, who
are taken captive by him at his will. (Il Timothy 2:26)

SATAN WORKS THROUGH DEMONS:

Asyou will learn lateiin this course, a boragain believecannot be "possessed” Bgtan
aslong as he remans atrue believe. Posessin by Satan involves cortrol of body, soul,
spirit, conductand thought. But if a believer coninuesto practice fleshly sins there comes
atime whete the pradice may move from a sin of the flesh to a sin cortrolled by Satani¢
demonicactivity.

HOW THEY WORK TOGETHER

The world, the flesh and the Devil with his demors combire their evil forces to war against
believers. Each force can@ate independentiggainst the believer, but these ferof evil
aremod often combineal in their atad upon believers. Satan uses the world, with its

illusions charms philosophies, and ungodly systems to gain access to the flesh. He uses the
flesh to gin access to the soul mind, and spirit. Then he tries to conform you to the world
rather than to God.
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SPIRITUAL COUNTERSTRATEGIES:
OVERCOMI NG THE FLESH

Theworld, the flesh, and the Devil certairdseate a threatenimgpmbat zone! But here
aresone powerful saipturd countergrategies for overconing thes forces

PRESENT YOUR BODY AS A SACRIFICE:

In the military forces of the natural world, a man who enlists fovise comes under the
compleecontrd of his sugeriors. They give himinstructons on how to conduet himself how
to dress, and how to combat the eyelfo be effective in spiritual warfatbe same type of
controlmust be put into action:

| beseeh you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that ye
presentyour bodiesa livin g sacrifice, holy, acogptable unto God,
which isyour reasonable service.

And be not conformed to thisworld, but be ye transformed by the
renewingof your mind, that ye may prove what isthat good and
acceptable and perfect, will of God. (Romans 12:12)

You must present yourseild God as an act gbur own will. In the Old Testament when a
sacrifice was given to @b the peson who offered it had no further control oveltitvas
given totally to thed_ord. Instead of confaing to the world and the flesyou must be
transformedcharged by the rernewing of your mind. Youwill study more about the batle in
themind in Chapter Fifteen.

ARM YOURSELF WIT H THE MIN D OF CHRIST:
The renewing of your mind is done by "arming" yoursef with the same mind as Jesus.

Forasmuchthen as Christ hath suffered for us in the flesh, arm
yourselves likewise with the same mind: for ld that hath suffered in the
flesh hathceasé from sin;

That he no longer should live the rest of his time in the flesh, to the lusts
of men, but to the will of God. (I Peter 4:12)

DEVELO P THE PROPER ATTITUD E TOWARD S YOUR FLESH:

We aretold that we shauld "hate even the garmert spotted by the flesh” (Juce 23). You
should understand that the lust of the flesh is not of the Father but of the world:

For all that isin theworld, the lust of the flesh, and the lug of the eyes
and the pride of life, is na of the Father, but is of the world.
(I John 2:16)

You should have no confidence in the flesh:
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...andhave no confidence in the flesh...(Philippians 3:3)
You must understand that life in the flesh brings corruption, while life in the spirit briegs lif
For he that soweth to his flesh shall of the flesh reap corruption; but he
that soweth to the spirit shall of the Spirit reap life everlasting.
(Galatians 6:8)
REALIZ E YOU DO NOT HAVE TO BE IN BONDAGE TO THE FLESH:
In times pastyou were in bondag® the flesh whegou were a sinner:
Amongwhom also we all had our conversation in times past in the lusts
of our flesh, fulfil ling the desres of theflesh and of themind; and were

by nature the children of wrath even as others. (Ephesians 2:3)

For when wewerein theflesh, the motions of sins, which wereby the
law, did work in our membea'sto brin g forth frui t unto death.

But now we are delivered from the law, that being dead wherein we were
held; that we should se'vein newnes of spirit, and not in the oldness of
the letter. (Romans 7:56)

Study Ephesias chaper 2 and Romans 8. You will disaover you no longer haveto be
in bondaye to the flesh Your freedom comesthrough Jesis Christ:

For thelaw of the Spirit of lifein Christ Jesws hath made me freefrom
thelaw of sin and death. (Romans 8:2)

TRAIN YOUR FLESH TO OBEY:

In the militaryworld, the soldier must obey all @ad. He goes through basia@ting to
learn the rules of warfare. Hegven trial situations where he must put thesetegjias into
action and he learns through failure andcess. He is in training for war.

Thisisalso true in the sprritua world. You mug train your flesh to obey. You must learn
Gad'srules Through trials God permitsin your lif e you wil| have opportnity to put these
rulesinto action:

Beloved,think it not strange concerning the fiery trial which is to try you,
as though some strange thing happened unto you. (I Peter 4:12)

And the Lord said unto Satan, Behold all that he hath isn thy
power... (Jd 1:12)

In the naurd world, asoldier learrs the right and wrong responses in mili tary stratgy through
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repeated troop exercises. You can train tinaatudy ofyour warfare manual, the Bible. As
you exerci® or train your spiritud sengs, you will learn to discem betwveen good ard evil:

For every one that useth milk is unskillful in the word of righteousness:
for he is a babe.

For strong meat belongeth to them that areof full age even those who
by reasm of use have their senses exercised to disce'n both goad and
evil. (Hebrews 5:1314)

You mug train your flesh to obey Gods Word. You do not conquer your flesh by givingin to
it. As God reveals fleshlgreas ofour life, you must takection:

...abstainfrom fleshly lusts, which war against thesoul. (I Peter 2:11)
Having therefore these promises, dearly beloved, let us cleanse
ourselves from all filthiness of the flesh and spirit, perfecting hofiess in
the fear of God. (Il Corinthians 7:1)

But put ye on the Lord Jesus Christ and make not prowion for the flesh,
to fulfill the lusts thereof. (Romans 13:14)

Note tha YOU mug take action. YOU must abstan from fleshly lusts YOU must
cleanseyourself offilthiness of the flesh. YOU must not make provisions for the flesh.

PUT OFF THE OLD MAN:
The "old mari' refers to the flesh nature Paul writes

That ye put off concerning the former conversation the old man, which is
corrupt according to the deceitful lusts; And berenewed in the spiri t of
your mind;

And that yeput on the new man, which after God iscreated in
right eousnessand true holiness. (Ephesians 4:224)

PUT YOUR FLESH TO DEATH:

Theflesh must be crucifiedt will not die a natural death. You must crudiffpy refusingto
becontrolled by it:

Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with Him, that the body of
sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin. For he
that is dead is freed from sin. (Romans 6:@)

For I am crucified with Christ; nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ
liveth in me; and the lifewhich | now live in the flesh I live by the faith of
the Sonof God, who loved me, and gave Himself for me. (Galatians 2:20)

And they that are Christ's have crucified the flesh with the affections
and lusts. (Galatians 5:24)

WAL K IN THE SPIRIT:

Yourdaly walk (how you live) en be controlled by Satamorking throughyour flesh, the
world, or demon powers you permit it. You do not have to be controlledthg world,
theflesh, or the Devil. You canleam to walk in the Spirit:

This| say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfill
thelust of theflesh. (Galatians5:16)

If we live in the Spirit, let us also walk inthe Spirit. (Galatians 5:25)

Towalk in the Spirit means to let God's H@pirit control your conduct and &f
The flesh is nat more powerful than the spirit. If you let the Holy Spirit marifes His power
in you, He will quickenyour mortal body of fish. To "quicken" means to endue with life.

Youdo not have to live in the death of sin. God can quigken spirit to newife:

And if Christ bein you, the body isdead because of sin; but the Spirit is
life becau® of righteousness.

But if the Spirit of Him that raised up Jesws from the dead dwell in you,
He that raised up Christ from thedead shall also quicken your mortal
bodies by His Spirit that dwelleth in you.

Therefore, brethren, we are debtors, not to theflesh, tolive after the
flesh. For if yelive after the flesh, ye shal die: but if ye through the
Spirit do mortify the deeds of the body, ye shall live.

For asmany as areled by the Spirit of God, they are the sors of
God. (Romans 8:1014)

Tobe led by the Spiriyou must have the Holy Spirit withyou. You must be born again by
the Spirit:

That which isborn of theflesh isflesh; and that which isborn of the Spirit
IS spirit.
Marvel not that | said unto thee, Ye must be born again. (John 3:8)

You mug also befill ed with the Holy Spirit. It is the Holy Sprit who gives you powe to walk
in the spirit rathe than the flesh An entire Harvestine Internaiond Institute course is devoted
to the Ministry of the Holy\Spirit in the life of the believer. ou are studyinghe Institute
coursesn suggested order, thisisthe next course you will takewhen you completethis
manud. We cannot emphasize enoutjie importance of the Holypirit in overcoming the
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world, the flesh, and the Devil. Through the HS8lyirit you can be led kiyre Spirit instead of
the flesh.

LET YOUR SPIRIT SPEAK BY THE HOLY SPIRIT:
God commnunicatesto your spirit by the Holy Spirit:

For asmany asareled by the Spirit of God, they are the sors of
God. (Romans 8:14)

The Holy Spirit can also commnunicate directly to God from your spirit:
For he that speaketh in an unknown tongue speaketh not unto men, but
unto God: for no man undergandeth him; howbeit in the spirit he speaketh
mysteries. (I Corinthians 14:2)

Whenyou speak in the unknown lgunage, which is the phical evidence of the baptism of

the Holy Spirit (Acts 2)your spirit is communicating directtp God. When this happs,

one of the important functions of the Holy Spirit is to peagording to the will of God:
Likewisethe Spirit also helpeth our infirmities, for we know not what we
should pray for aswe ought: but the Spirit itself maketh intercesson for
uswith groanings which canna be uttered.
And he that searcheth the hearts knoweth what is in the mind of the
Spirit, becaug He maketh intercessian for the saints according to the will
of God. (Romans 8:2627)

DEVELOP THE FRUIT OF THE HOLY SPRIT:

In contrast tahe works of the #sh, develop the fruit of the Ho8pirit. This includes...

...love joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness goodress faith.
Meeknesstemperance... (Galatians 5:223)

The fruit of the Holy Spirit is discussel in detail in the Harvestime Interndiond Institute
course"Ministry Of TheHoly Spirit."

DO NOT LIVE IN CONDEMNATION:
Sataruses the weaknesses of the flesh to nyakdive in condemnation. But Paul said:

Thereisthereforenow no condemnation to them which arein Christ
Jesus,who walk not after the flesh, but dter the Spirit. (Romans 8:1)

If you fail and engage in fleshly conduct do nat remain in condemnaton. Repern and
askforgiveness:
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If we confess our sins, He is faiflul and just to forgive us our sins and
to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. (I John 1:9)

SPIRITUAL COUNTERSTRATEGIES:
OVERCOMI NG THE WORLD

Hereare some guidelines fowercoming the world:

DEVELOP A PROPER ATTITUDE TOWARD THE WORLD:
Recognizeyou are not of the world:

| have given them thyword: and the world hath hated them, because they
arenot of theworld, even as| am not of theworld.

| pray not that thou shouldest take them out of the world, but that thou
shouldes keep them from theevil.

They are not of the world, even as | am nobf the world. (John 17:1416)
If the world hate you, ye know that it hated me before it hated you.
If ye were of the world, the world would love s own: but because ye are not
of theworld, but | have chosen you out of the world, thereforethe world
hateth you. (John 15:1819)

Understandhat youwill experience tribulation in the world:
Thesethings| have spoken unto you, that in Me yemight have peaa In the
world ye shdl havetribulation: but be of goad cheer; | have overcome the
world. (John 16:33

Realiz that gaining the world is nat worth losing your soul:

For what shall it profit a man, if heshal gain thewhole world, and lose his
own soul. (Mark 8:36)

For what isa man advantaged, if hegain the whole world, and lose himsdf,
or be cast avay? (Luke 9:25)

Realizethat if you love the worldyou are an enennf God:

Love not the world, neither the things that are in the world. If any man love
theworld, thelove of the Father isnot in him.

For all that isin theworld, thelust of the flesh, and the lug of the eyes and
the pride of life, is not of the Father, but is of the world. (I John 2:15.6)

...know ye not that the friendship of theworld isenmity with God?

Recognizeghe temporal nature of the world:

And theworld passeh away, and the lust thereof: But he that doeth the
will of God abideth forever.

(I Corinthians 7:31)
Seeirg then that all these thingsshal be dissolved, what manner of
personsought ye to be in all holy conversation and godliness.

RECOGNIZE YOU ARE NOT IN BONDAGE TO THE WORLD:

As a believeryou do not have to be in bondage to the woyklesn. Altrough in the past

you were governed ke present world (Ephesians 2 @)u are no longer in this bondage:

Wherein in times pag ye walked according to the course of thisworld,
according to the prince of the power of the air, the spirit that now
worketh in the children of disobedience:

Among whom also we had our conversation in times pad in the lusts of
our flesh, fulfilling the desires of the flesh and of the mind: and were by
nature the children of wrath, even as others.

But now in Chrig Jesws yewho somdimes were far off are made nigh by
the blood of Christ.

Now therefore ye are no more strangers and foreigners, but fellow
citizenswith the saints, and of the household oGod. (Ephesians 2:2
3,13,19)
Romansl2:1-3 teaches thatou no longer nekbe conformed to the wid. You can be
transformed (changedy.ou are part of a new kingdom now. Yae a resident of the
Kingdom of God. You are no longer under goaver of the world:

Now we have received not the spirit of the world, but the spirit with is of
God. (I Corinthians 2:12)

Studymore aboutour liberty in Galatians 4:7.
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GUARD AGAINST THE WORLD:

Nowthat you ardree from the world, set a gul against its influence iyour life. Do
not pattern your lifafter the rudiments or bagicinciples of the world:

Bewarelest any man spoil you...after the rudiments of the world, and
not after Christ. (Colossians 2:8)

Do not love the world:
Love not the world, neither the things that are in the world... (I John 2:15)
Do not let yourselbe spoiled byhe philosophies of the world:
Beware lest any man spoil you through philosophy and vain deasit, after
the tradition of men, after the rudiments of the world, and not after Christ.
(Colossians 2:8)
Deny worldly lusts:
Teachingus that derying ungodliness andworldly lusts, we should
live soberly, righteously, and godly, in this present world.
(Titus 2:12)

Keepyourself unspotted from the world:

Pure religion and undefiled before God and the Father is this...to
keep himself unspotted fran the world. (James 1:27)

Crucify the pover of the world:
But God forbid that | shauld glory, savein the cross of our Lord
JesusChrist, by whom the world is crucified unto me and | unto the
world. (Galatians 6:14)

Crucifixionis an unreturd death Like the flesh the powe of the worldin your lif e will not
dieanatud death You mug forcibly crucffy it.

RECOGNIZE YOU CAN OVERCOME THE WORLD:

You are not to be overcome Hye world. Do not let the cares of the world destheywork
of the Word inyour life (Matthew 13:22; Mk 4:19). This "wearing awé with the cares of
the world is one of the strategies of the antichrist spirit (Daniel 7:25). Jesus said:

...but be of good cheer, | have overcome the world. (John 16:33)

You can overcome the watlbecausdesus dwells within you:
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Yeareof God, little children, and have overcome them: becau® greater is
Hethat is in you, than He that is in the world. (I John 4:4)

You can escape the corruption of therldo
Whereby ar e given unto us exceeding grea and precious promises that
by these ye might be partakers of the divinenature, having escged the
corruption that is in the world through lust. (Il Peter 1:4)

You overcome the world bihe new birth and yodaith:

For whatsoever is born of God ogrcometh the world: and this is the
victory that overcometh the world, even our faith. (I John 5:4)

Y ou overcome the world by the blood of Jesus and your testimony:

And they overcame him by the blood of theLamb, and by the word of

their testimony... (Rewelation 12:11)
UNDERSTAND YOUR MISSION IN THE WORLD:
You are not to be affected Iblye world, but you are® affect the world. The believer should
be a light in a world of darkness, reflectiing gloryof God and sharing the good newsha
Gospel:

Ye are the light of the world... (Matthew 5:14)

Theimpact of the earlpelievers on the world was so great that it wad af them that they
"turnedthe world upside down" (Acts 17:6).

For though wewalk in the flesh we do not war after theflesh:
For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through God
to the pullin g down of strong holds,

Casting down imaginations and every high thing that exalteth itself
against the knowledge of God, and bringing into captivity every thought
to the obedience of Christ. (Il Corinthians 10:35)

INTRODU CTION

WhenPaul warned the Corinthians not to be ignorant of the Déuwiilss," the Grele word

for wiles mears "schemes' ard is from the same word used for "mind." In othe words,
Saan'sprimary asaults occur in our thought life. The mind is the main battlefield in spiritual
warfare. Evenygtack of Satan involves the human mind.

Thischaper focuses on the battle for the mifiddiscusses the strategies of Satan and
givesspiritud counte stratejes for victory over his aétacks The battle for the mind is
easly summarized:

For to be carnally minded isdeath; but to be spiritually minded islife
and peace.

Becau® the carnal mind is enmity againg God: for it isnot subjed to
thelaw of God, neither indeed can be. (Romans 8:B)

Satan wants to make your mind carnd (sinful, worldly, fleshly). God wants you to be
spritually minded.
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WHY SATAN ATTACKS THE MIND

The greates commandnent includes loving God with all your mind. Thisis one of the
mainreasons why Sat battles for your mind:

Jesws said unto him, Thou shalt lovethe Lord thy God with all thy heart,
and with all thy soul, and with all thy MIND; This is the first and great
commandment. Matthew 22:37%38)

Satarbattles for youmind because it is closely tied spirituaityyour hea and mouth:

But those things which proceed out of the mouth come forth from the heart;
and they defilethe man.

For out of the heart proceed evil thoughts...(Matthew 15:1-89)
Satan battles for the mind becau® the way you think affects the way you act:
For as he thinketh in his heart, so is he...(Proverbs 23:7)

Satarknows if he can contt your mind, he can contrgbur body,your actions, and, if
left unchalenged your spirit.

FIERY DARTS FROM THE ENEMY

In Old Testament times, fiedarts were used as weapons offar@. Theywere hollow
reeddfille d with materd which would bum easly. They were set on fire and then shot from
bows. They wae excellent weapons against the walled cities of the tavause thegould
be shot over the walls to ignite the thatched roofs of the houses within.

In Ephesias 6:11-17 Paul discusss the spiritud batie with Saen. He speaks of "the fiery
darts of the wicked." The enengontinuously hurls “fiey darts"at you in the spirit world.
Most ofthesé'darts" are aimed the mind.

The Apostle Pau warnsthat you should nat be "scon shaken in mind” (11 Thessaloniars 2:2).
In the Greek translation, "shake'eams to "agitate, disturb, topple, (ioyplied) to destroy."
If you can take hold of something and shakgoaiti have control over it. Satan wants to
"shake" or exert control over yoonind.

SATAN'S STRATEGY:
BATTLES IN THE MIND

The mind isone of themog complkex and leas undersbod parts of the humen body. Because

it is so complex, Satan has many subtle methods of attatidmgind. Though it would be
impossible to list them all, the followidggt summarizes the main strategies of attack Satan
uses in the battle for the mind:
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QUESTIONING THE AUTHORITY OF GOD:

Thefirst temptation of man started in the mind. It started with this ggra@uestioning the
authoriy of God Satan sad to Eve, "Yea hath God said?.." Did God really say tha you
couldnot ed of the tree of knowledge of goad and evil? Quegioning God and HisWord
leads to doubt unbelief, and skepttism.

DECEPTION AND SEDUCTION:

Deceptionwas also part of the engts strateg. When Satan confronted Eve, he was

disguised as a beautiful serpent. Satan uses lies, cults, ag@Usespirits” to deceive

millions in ourworld today. Some of the decepitons Satan advanes include the following

appeals:

-"You can become god."

-"You can know the future.”

-"You future, including eternyt is predestined. There is nothiyau can do about it."
-"Everyone is a child of God."

-"There are more ays to Heaven tn by Jesus."

-"God is too good to send yone to Hell."

-"All God expects youo do is live agood life and do the best y@an."

-"The Bible should not be taken literall

-"The Bible contains mangrrors."

Seducingspirits of Satan attack the mind to distort the truth of God's Word:

Now the Spirit speaketh expressly, that in tle latter times some shall
depart from thefaith, giving heed to seducing spirits and doctrines of
devils. (I Timothy 4:1)

Satan usel thisattadk on Jesusin Luke 4:9-12. He tried to g& Jesisto throw himsdf off a
high point of the temple since God hamised to...

...giveHis angels charge over thee, to keep thee, And in their hands
they shall bear thee up...(Luke 4:1411)

THE FLESH:

You previously studied about thesh as a spiritual force of evil. Satan uses the flesh to
war against the mind:

But | se2another law in my members, warrin g against the law of my
mind, and bringin g meinto captivity to the law of sin which isin my
membeas. (Romans 7:23)

Sataruses your own moutlypur eyesgars, and evegour senses of touch and smell to
foster wrcked thoughts in younind.
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BLINDIN G MIND SOF UNBELIEVE RS:
Satan works in the minds of unbdievers to blind them to the truth of the Gospel:

In whom the god of this world hath blnded the minds of them which
believenot, led thelight of the glorious gospé of Christ, who istheimage
of God, should shine unto them. (Il Corinthians 4:4)

DEPRESSION:

Tobe depressed is to be downcast, sad, disgedsar in low spirit. It includes feelgs of
despair, despondeycand dejection. Depression can leaduicidal thoughts aactual suicide
because of the hopeless feelimgsch produces uncontrollable mental grief,reor,
heartacheard crying.

Sometimesatan uses circumstances of life to lead to depressioex&oples, a great loss
or fear of losssuppressed ange low self concept, unfulfilled expectations, and aateg)
attitude can all be usal to cause depression In Provebs 24:10 we are warned about "fainting
in the day ofadversity” (troubled or distressed circumstances).

Sometimeslepresion is caused by theegative attitudes of those around us througtchwvhi
Satan works. In Deuteronomy28 God's people admitted, "our brethremehdiscouraged
our hearts."

Wereal in Numbes 21:4 tha the sod of Gods people was mud discouraged King David
oftenreflected discouragnent in his Psalms (see Psalms 69 for an example). The Apostle Paul
also had times of deep depression:

For we would not, brethren, have you ignorant of our trouble which came
to us in Asia, that we were pressed out of measy above strength,
insomuch that we despaired even of life... (Il Corinthians 1:8)

If you do not conque depresion it can dso lead to oppresin by Satant spirits. This
isa deeper form of depression wh&agtan gains more restrictive power otrer mind.

DISCOURAGEMENT:

Discouragemenneans to be "without coage." Satan wants to discogeayou beause if
you are "without courageybu are imffective in warfare.

WITHDRAW AL:

Anothe way Satan attacks the mind is through withdrawal The purmpose of this stratejy isto
isolate you from the reg of the Body of Christ Since bdievers function togethe in ministry
as a body, withdrawal mads you norfunctional. Examples of men of Getho were
attacked mentally b$atan and withdrew are ElijahKings 19) and Jonah (Jonah 413).
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IMPRO PER MOTIVES:

A motive is your reasofor doing something. Motives are important becatbeugh
manlooks on the outwad appe@ance (actions) God looks on the heart:

But the Lord said unto Samuel, Look not on his countenance or on the
height of his stature; because | have refused him; for the Lord seeth not
as man seeth; for man looketh on the outward appearance, but the Lord
looketh on the heart. (I Samuel 16:7)

ButJesus did not commit Himself unto them, becaus&rdev all men.

And needal nat that any should testify of man; for He knew what was
in man. (John 2:2425)

Many peopleenter Christian ministry for the wrormgasons. God is more concerned with
motive than ministry. This is wheg®u should place yowoncern also, for when motives are
properthen ministry will natually follow. Your motives for minisry mug be right:

Feedthe flock of God which is among you, taking the oversight thereof,
not by constaint, but willi ngly; not for filth y lucre but of aready mind;
Neither as being lords over God's heritage but being ensanplesto the
flock. (I Peter 5:2-3)

You must enter the ministry willing] not because of the advanga@nd benefits of the

office, not as a dictator but as an example. Satan wilbtcyeate wrong motives for Christian
service by putting them subfily your mind. Satan causesamg motives for desiring God's
power. You can find an example of this in Acts 8:28 in the story o man named Simon.

You can have vindictive motives fgour actions. (Vindictive means thaiu want to get
even with someone who has dome wrong or who/ou do not like). Biblical examples
include the disciples wanting to call down fire from heafterke 9:54) and Jonah wanting
Ninevah destroyed (Jonah 4).

Davidalso had a wrong motive in the numberinghaf people:

Satan(an adversary) stood up against Israel, and stirred up David
to number Israel. (I Chronicles21:1 The Amplifi ed Version)

WRONG ATTITUDE SAND EMOTIONS:
Satarcauses wrong attitudes towlarothers. Heserts fiery @rts of envy, jalousy,

suspicionunforgiveress distrust anger hatred intolerarce, prgudice, conpetition,
impaience judg ng, criticism, covebusnessand selfishness.

188



Healso tries to cause wrong attitudegyeed, dscontent, pride, vanit ego, importance,
arrogance, intellectualism, and setfhteousness. Wrong attitudes lead to wremgtions
andboth stem from your thoughts.

Theg atitudes and emotians rende you ineffective in spiritual warfare. For example, Jame
4:6 indicates that "God resssthe proud.” Wheryou are filled with prideyou are actually
arrayed in battle against God.

REBELLION:

Satan also insers rebellious thoudhts into your mind. Rebellion is willfu | disobedierte aganst
God's authorit. Rebellion includes selvill, stubbornness, and disobedience. Remember that
rebellion was the original sin of Satan. His five statementbwill" demonstrated his

rebdlion (Isaich 14:12-14). The"l will" sprit isaway to recognize the operaton of Satan
throughrebellion.

ACCUSATION AND CONDEMNATION:

Satans called "the accuser of thegthren” (Revelation 12:10). He sends fidayts of
accustion into your mind, makes you fed inferior, and condemrs you. He will give you
guilty feelings of shang, unworthiness and embarassment.

Onegood wayto tell the difference between the conviction of ady Spirit and the
condemnation of Satan is to remember that Sataryalgeneralizes. For example, he
speaks into your mind like these: "Yae no good' "You can never live a Christian life,"
"God couldn't loveyou becausgou are too great of a sinner."

Whenthe Holy Spirit is convictingiou, it is specific. For example, He bringsytu
attention that you havepmoblem with anger or dishongsetc.

SEXUAL IMPURITY:

Satarwill insert thoughts of sexual impurity, lust, and mental sexual fantasies. Jesus said:
But | say unto you, That whosoever looketh on a woman to lust after
her hath committed adultery with her already in his heart.
(Matthew 5:28)

CONFUSION:

Satamalso causes indecision, confusion, and frustratigoum mind. When you are
confused, indecisive, and frustratgdu obviously cannot begonod Christian soldier.

TORMENTI NG THOUGHTS:

Thereisawhole category of tormenting thoughts Satan sends into your mind i ncluding worry,

anxiety, dread, apphension, and nervousness. Mental torment can also comghtlamu

overactive mind tha will not "shut off* or an under active mind that cannot function properly.
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Tormenting thoughts alsaclude fear. Paul speaksthé "spirit of fear" inll Timothy1:7 and
the "fear of death' in Hebrews 2:15 Tormentirg thoughs also include bitter memories of
everts that should be forgiven and forgotten.

COMPROMISE:

To"compromise" is to settle conftiag principles byadjustment. The principles of God and
Satan are in oppostion. Saen tries to get you to compromise and lower your spiritud
principles.For example, he will tell you it is not necessto be so hgl, to believe the Bible
literally, etc

WRONG MENTAL FOCUS:

Satarnwill constantly tryto get yourfocus on things of the world rather than things of
eternal nature:

Do not loveor cherish theworld or thethingsthat arein theworld. I f
any one loves the world, love for the Father is noti him.
(I John 2:15 The Amplified Version)

Thecares of the world carctaally cause the Word @od to be ineffective igour life. (See
theparableof the sower in Matthew 13, Mark 4, ahdke 8). Cares of the world can maja
unawae of the short time before the retun of Jesus:

And take heed to yourselves, lest at any time your hearts be
overcharged with...cares of thislife, and so that day come upon you
unawares.(Luke 21:34)

Satanwill occupyyour thoughts with materialism rather than with es¢rralues. Read
the parable of the rich fool iouke 12:1621:

For the love of money is the root of all evil; which while some coveted
after, they have erred from thefaith, and pierced themselves through
with many sorrows. (I Timothy 6:10)

Paulwarns tlere are manwho "mind worldly thirgs" (Philippians 3:18L9).

MENTA L CONDITIONS:

If you allow Satan to persist with thoughts of depression, suicide, torment, accusation, etc., it
canlead to mentd illness This could include a nenvous or mental breskdown and various
medicallyrecognized mental conditions. Satan can actpalbgess the mind of unbelievers

andbackslidersthose who have once known God, then turnealyarom Him. (Youwill
learn more about this Chapter TweQne.)
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SPIRITUAL COUNTER STRATEGIES:
VICTORY IN THE MIND

Wha an arsend of weapors Satan has targted for the mind! Left unconquerel, these
thoughtslead to sinful actions For example hatred can lead to murder. Adulteraus thoughts
can lead to the ad of adultery. Divorce starts in the mind. Covetowsnes can lead to stealing.

Thereis no doubt...the greatest araiapiritual warfare is the mind. But do not fear! God
has given some tremendous counter sgiagefor overcoming attacks of Satan on the mind:

LET THE HOLY SPIRIT SEARCH YOUR MIND:

First,ask God to searcjour mind and reveal tgou any wrongattitudes, motives, and
thinking which has been inserted by the enemy:

Seard me, O God, and know my heart; try me, and know my
thoughts: And see if there be any wicked wain me, and lead me in
the way everlasting. (Psalms 139:224)

Asthe Holy Spirit reveals thgs to you, act upon thevelation. Ask forgiveness for wrong
though patterrs and use the Word of God to devedop new thought paterns.

USE YOUR SPIRITUAL ARMOR:

Two pieces of spiritua amor defend you from atacks in the mind. Thes arelisted in
Ephesians 6:187. One piece of armor is the helmet of the haffsalvation. A helmet is
worn on the head and implies protection to the mind.

Paulis not only speakig of your present salvation in Jesus Christ which can clegnge
mind, he is speaking of the future salvation:

...for now is our salvation nearer than when we believed. (Romans 13:11)

Salvation is also your hope for the future The believer who has the "hemet of savation” in
place understands God is working out His eternal purpiosavation. He is not disturbed
by the attacks of the engnHe has hope not onfgr the present, but for the future.

Theother piece of armor for mentaigpection isthe shield of faith. As you éened whenyou
studied about your vepons, a shield was a piece of hematerial which a soldier held in
front of himsef to ke arrows from hitting him. The arrows bounced off the shidd ard fell
harmlessly to thground.

The shidd for the Christian soldier is called the "shidd of faith." Theword "faith" not only
refersto the basic truths of the Christian Gospel butaior confidence in God. Another piece
of spiritual armor is the girdle of truth (Ephesians 6:14). {fln of Gods Word will defeat
any false accusations the endonyigs to your mind.
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USEGOD'S WORD:

In the temptation of Jesus when Satan misused God's Word, Jesus met the attack with the
Word of God. When Satan comes with accusations of guilt, us8d¢histure:

Thereisthereforenow no condamnation to them which arein Christ
Jesuswho walk not after the flesh, but dter the Spirit. (Romans 8:1)

When Satan comes with tormentng fedlings such as fear, use these Scriptures:

Thereis no fear in love but perfect love casteth out fear; because fear
hath torment. He that feareth is not made pgect in love. (I John 4:18)

For God hath not given us the spirit of fear; but of power, and of love, and
of a sound mind. (Il Timothy 1:7)

WhenSatan tries taliscourage/ou, use this verse:
Have not | commanded thee? Be strong and of a goad courage; be not
afraid, neither be thou dismayed: for the Lord thy God is with thee
whithersoever thou goest. (Joshua 1:9)

WhenSatan brings false guilt t@ur mind, remmber...

If we confess our sins, He is faitlul and just to forgive us our sins, and
to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. (I John 1:9)

...anduse all the other verses about the mind given in this lesson t@aastahe attacks of
Satann your mind.

CLAIM A SOUND MIND:

Claima sound mind as God's will for you. @aminate tormenting thoughts, claim the
peaceha isrightfully yours:

Peacd leave with you, my peace | give unto you: not as the world
giveth givel unto you. LET NOT your heart betroubled, NEITHE R
LET IT beafraid. (John 14:27)

And the peace of God, which passeh all understanding, shal keep
your hearts and MINDS through Christ Jesus. (Philippians 4:7)

Theseare examples of howou can develop a whole "ars¥rof Scriptures aplcable to the

various mentd attacks of Satan Asyou study Gods Word, contirue to idenify specific verses
to defend your mind againgt the invasion of the enemy.
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LET CHRIST'S MIND BE IN YOU:
Pau wrote unde theinspiraton of the Holy Spirit:
Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus. (Philpans 2:5)

Theword "let" means to permit or endoe. You are to legour mind become like the mind

of Jesus. What was the mind of Jesus like? A project for study of this question is provided in
the "Tactical Maneuvers'estion of this chapter. It is possible to achieve thisabee Paul
wrote...

...Butwe have the mind of Christ. (Il Corinthians 2:16)
GIRD UP THE LOINS OF YOUR MIND:

Wherefore gird up the loins of your mind... (I Peter 1:13)

In the natural bog the loins are the central portion of the bbélow the waist. The loins are
thestrongest parts of the bpdPeter is sayingou should prepangour mind to be strong.
Again, it is something YOU do.

TAK E WRONG THOUGHTS CAPTI VE:

Weare told to bring "into captivitgvery thoght to the obedience to Christ" Qlorinthians
10:5).1f thoughts weranot enemies, then there would be no need to take them captive. Think
about how a soldier takes an eneraptive in the natural world. Apptiiese ideas spiritually
asyou "take captive' every thought.

CAST DOWN WRONG THOUGHTS:

Onre of the main defensive counte stratejes to proted the mind isthat of castirgdown To
castsomething means to hurl it with great force. Paul said:

For though we walk in the flesh we do not war after the flesh: For
the weapors of our warfar e are not carnal, but mighty through God
to the pullin g down of strong holds;

Casting down imaginations, and every high thing that exalteth itself
against the knowledge of God, and bringing into captivity every thought
to the obedience of Christ. (Il Corinthians 10:35)

You are to cast down evil imaginations Satan putsyoto mind. You are to cast down
thoughts that exalt themselves against God. You are to &rémyg thowght into captivity
and obedience to the Lord.

You "cast down" byconsciously takingontrol of your mind andefusing to dwell on the
thoughts Satan inserts. Note that YOU are told to cast dtivisinot something God does
for you.
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THIN K ON THESE THING S:

Onewayto "gird" up the loins ofour mind is to think on proper subject matter. Paul said:
Finally, brethren, whatsoever things are true, whatsoever things are
honest, whatsoever things are just, whatsoever things are pure,
whatsoever thingsare lovey, whatscever thingsare of goad report; if
there by any virtu e and if there be any praise, think on these things.
(Philippians 4:8)

RENEW YOUR MIND:

And be renewed in the spirit of your mind. (Ephesians 4:23)

And be not conformed to thisworld; but be yetransformed by the
renewingof your mind... (Romans 12:2)

You renewyour mind by prger and meditation on God's Word.
ENCOURAGE YOURSELF IN THE LORD:
Davidencouraged himself in tHeord:

And David was greatly distressed ...but David encouraged himsdf in the
Lord his God. (I Samuel 30:6)

Again, YOU mug take action. You mug encougege yoursef in God Do not wait for otha's
to do it. Do it yourself with God'sdp!

RECOGNIZE THE SOURCE OF CONFUSION:
Recognizeahat confusion is not of God:
For God is not the author of confusion, but of peace...(I Corinthians 14:33)
Since confusion is not of God, refuse to accept the spirit of confusi@uimmind.
CONTROL THE GATES:

In Old Testament times cities wererunded by dls for defenseagainst enemforces.
The walls had gates where guards controlled the enttance Whoever cortrolled the gates of

the city controlled the city.

A similar situation exists in terms of controlling the mind. The "gateg/oto innermost
beingare the five senses It isimportant tha you do not dlow anything to enter that has the
ability to destroy from within. This meary@u must control your fleshiyature.

Avoid things that would open the gatesytmur mind. These include things like drugs
and alcohol which reduceyour ability to think and respond. Pognaphy inspires
sinful rdationships and sex crimes. Certain kinds of music, witchcraft, cultist sctivit
and mind control all open the "gates"ytur mind.

Putoff all the works of the flesh and let @adevelop inyou the fruit of the Holy Spirit (See
Galatians 5:126). NEVER GIVEIN to the mental attacks of teeemy.If you give in, God
maygive you up. See Romans l...God sometigiess people up to what thewle given in

to. Ask Jesus to help yoRemember that one of the Oldstament prophecies concerning
Jesus said He would "control the gates of Hsygn" Let Him exert this control over your
spiritual "gates."

KEEP YOUR MIND STAYED ON GOD:
Keepyourmind "stayed'dr centered on God:

Thou wilt keep him in perfect peac whose mind is stayed on thee because
he trusteth in thee. (Isaiah 26:3)

Thisisagred promisé If you keg your mind centeed on God, you can have peae despite
every attack of the enemy.
